Burris’ Olde Towne Insurance
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Voter Turnout Nears 75 Percent in St. Mary’s

Like all other Americans, St. Mary’s
County residents woke up Nov. 4 with no
clear winner in the presidential race be-
tween President Donald Trump and Demo-
crat challenger Joe Biden since key battle-
ground states were still too close to call and
ballots were still be counted.

Maryland’s 10 electoral college votes
went to Biden, however, and House Ma-
jority Leader Steny Hoyer retained his 5th
District Congressional seat, though his GOP
challenger, Calvert resident Chris Palombi
clearly won St. Mary’s with 26,342 votes to
Hoyer’s 17,493.

St. Mary’s remained solidly red, however,
with Trump winning 25,885 votes com-
pared to Biden’s 17,417.

Wendy Adkins, the local director of the
Board of Elections, said voter turnout was
strong at about 60 percent between carly
voting, Election Day, and mail-in ballots.

The most current number of county resi-
dents who voted is 44,851, Adkins said,
but she expected that number to increase
as more absentee ballots are mailed in and
canvassed.

As of Nov. 3 the elections board had re-
ceived 9,450 absentee ballots with more on
the way, Adkins said.

There are 73,818 registered voters in St.
Mary’s County and with all the ballots com-
bined voter turnout came to 73.5 percent.

Though lines were long at the seven poll-

ing places around the county, the process
had no major problems, said Adkins.

“Everything went well, everything went
smoothly,” Adkins told The County Times.
“We’ll be done [canvassing ballots] by next
Friday, which is certification day.”

"I'm honored to once again receive the
support of Marylanders in the Fifth Dis-
trict,” Hoyer said in a prepared statement.
“As we look toward the 117th Congress,
I'll continue to champion issues that matter
greatly to my constituents, including taking
action to address climate change, support-
ing legislation to reform our broken criminal
Jjustice system and address racial inequality
in our nation, advocating for legislation to
rebuild our infrastructure systems, and pro-
tecting our federal civilian workforce.”

In the local Board of Education race, at-
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large incumbent Cathy Allen easily won
reelection against challenger DeForest Rath-
bone with 30,378 votes to his 6,274.

In the District 2 school board race incum-
bent Jim Davis held the lead with 20,024
votes against challenger Heather Earhart’s
16,296 votes.

In District 4, school board member Mary
Washington ran unopposed, earning 33,719
votes.

Circuit Court Judge Joseph Stanalonis
also ran unopposed and won 33,864 votes.

St. Mary’s voters also approved an
amendment to the state’s constitution that
would give more spending power to the
state legislature, effectively diluting some of
the governor’s considerable power over the
budget.

There were 25,877 St. Mary’s residents

who approved of the measure, with 14,749
opposing it, this despite the county being a
bulwark of support for Gov. Larry Hogan,
who launched a campaign to oppose Ques-
tion 1.

Question 1 passed statewide.

Todd Eberly, a political science professor
at St. Mary’s College of Maryland, said the
emphasis on the presidential election took
attention away from issues like Question 1.

“People were probably not paying as
much attention to the ballot questions,” Eb-
erly said. “The way it was worded people
probably assumed it was something the
General Assembly could do anyway.”

Question 2, which allowed for the ex-
pansion of gambling into sports and event
betting, easily passed in the state and in St.
Mary’s with 27,738 residents approving of i,
while 14,392 voted against.

Eberly said it would likely be days until
the nation would know who the next presi-
dent would be, though Biden would win the
popular vote.

Still there were electoral college paths to
victory for both candidates; Biden would
find a hostile Senate held by Republicans,
he said, while Trump would still have
to contend with a Democratic House of
Representatives.

“Divided government continues and with
that comes the gridlock,” Eberly said. “This
election will settle who the president is, but
it won’t settle anything else.”

Colvin, 0’Connor Push
to Return Taxes to Valley
Lee Volunteers

The Commissioners of St. Mary’s
County voted unanimously Tues-
day to support state legislation that
would make local volunteer fire and
EMS companies exempt from paying
the county recordation tax, a sum
collected when securing a loan.

But Commissioner Eric Colvin
and Commissioner John O’Connor
both implored their colleagues on
the board to return the recordation
tax collected from the 2" District
Volunteer Fire and Rescue Squad —
a sum of $84,000 — to support their
operations.

The $84,000 is the amount the vol-
unteer group paid on their loan to
build their new facility, which Col-
vin called “much needed” so they can
house new equipment and apparatus.

Colvin explained the state collects
the tax and gives it directly to the
counties where it goes into its gen-
eral fund.

“It seems wrong to me that we
would build our operating fund off
of taxing our volunteer fire depart-
ments and rescue squads,” Colvin
said. “They asked for this money
back; $84,000 is a lot of money for

them... to be able to provide services
to the community.
“Our emergency services are

struggling right now across the
county and we’re making it harder
for them by taking money away from
them.”

Colvin said the commissioners had
the authority to return the money to
the Valley Lee volunteers but he did
not have enough votes on the com-
missioner board to do so, despite the
earlier unanimous vote.

“This tax should not happen, we
need to fix this,” Colvin said. “It’s
wrong to build our budget off of tax-

ing these departments.”

Commissioner Mike Hewitt
said in response to Colvin’s
plea: “It’s about fairness.”

“Bay District paid it when they [built
their new station], Mechanicsville
paid it when [they built their new fa-
cility,]” Hewitt said. “If the legisla-
tors can get this through in Annapo-
lis, it’s the ideal time for us to make
it retroactive and help everybody
who’s paid that tax.”

O’Connor said the time was now to
return the money to the Valley Lee
department, especially since recor-
dation taxes from those organiza-
tions were rare.

“We don’t need the legislature to
do this, that’s just passing the buck,”
O’Connor said. “Our fire depart-
ments and rescue squads are not pop-
ping up buildings left and right.”

He said he encouraged volunteer
companies to check with legal coun-
sel to ascertain whether they were
tax exempt.

“You may have paid a tax you
didn’t have to pay,” O’Connor said.
“This 1s double taxation; we’re tax-
ing the people in order for them to
get taxed again to provide a service.

“It’s absolutely absurd, the right
thing can be done here.”

The EMS system in the county was
“collapsing,” O’Connor said, and it
needed all the funding available to
do its job.

The county is already paying for
contract medics to fill daytime hours
at volunteer rescue squads.

The commissioners did not vote to
return the money but did act unani-
mously on a motion from Commis-
sioners Todd Morgan to allow county
employees who are qualified emer-
gency responders more time off work
to serve in life-saving capacities.

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More COVID Funding for
Local Restaurants

The Commissioners of St. Mary’s
County approved the use of grant fund-
ing of nearly $800,000 from the state to
support the operations and employees
of restaurants at their Nov. 3 meeting,
but economic development officials ad-
mitted that the county’s own restaurant
assistance program had few takers.

The money comes from Gov. Larry
Hogan’s $250 million Maryland Strong
Economic Recovery Initiative an-
nounced late last month, $50 million of
which was to be used for a restaurant
relief fund state-wide.

Chris Kaselemis, director of the
county’s Department of Economic De-
velopment, said the county’s relief effort
established months ago only allowed for
locally or regionally owned restaurants
and chains to apply for assistance.

The state’s grant money was to be of-
fered more broadly, Kaselemis said.

“If you’re a restaurant in St. Mary’s
County you’re eligible for this grant,”
Kaselemis said. “We excluded the na-
tional chains before [on the original
relief effort]... and we’ve only had 21
applicants.”

Kaselemis said there were roughly
200 restaurants in St. Mary’s who could

have applied for county assistance, but
the vast majority had not.

“Holy smokes,” exclaimed Commis-
sioner Mike Hewitt. “The folks I’ve
talked to out there say they’re hurting.”

Commissioner Todd Morgan said
it was necessary to draw a distinc-
tion between restaurants and fast food
establishments.

“When I look at the little restaurants
around here who are struggling, those
are the ones I’'m most concerned about,”
Morgan said. “I'm not worried about
whether the big chains are making it.”

Part of Hogan’s requirements are that
the money dispensed to the counties
must be spent by Dec. 31.

Kaselemis said his department had
planned to open the application pro-
cess for the state grant money and Nov.
9 close the process on Dec. 4, leav-
ing just three weeks to process all the
applications.

Hewitt made the motion to accept the
grant money in the amount of $779,674,
while Morgan added an amendment
that for the first 10 days the priority
would be for local restaurants.

The motion passed unanimously as
amended.

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Commissioners Approve Bid to Extend
Airport Runway

A Gaithersburg-based construc-
tion company has been chosen to
extend the runway at the St. Mary’s
County Regional Airport at a cost
of $4.8 million.

The bid was sent out for solicita-
tion in May, procurement officer
Brandon Hayden told The Com-
missioners of St. Mary’s County at
their Nov. 2 meeting, where more
than 400 vendors had the opportu-
nity to take advantage of it.

There were just six interested
companies who took part in a vir-
tual meeting on the solicitation in
June, Hayden said, and the county
received two bids by July 1.

Highway and Safety Services Inc.
was the bidder chosen, Hayden said,
as the best of the two to complete
the project.

The other bidder was Penn Ave
Construction, LLC of Calvert Coun-
ty, Hayden told commissioners.

“The second bid was $5.5 mil-
lion,” Hayden said of Penn Ave’s
asking price to do the job.

“So, these guys were significantly

cheaper,” said Commissioner Mike
Hewitt.

Hayden said the Montgomery
County contractor had done simi-
lar work at other airports and under
the supervision of the same airport
consultant the county hired to over-
see the operations here.

“And they’re bonded, and they
can do the work and we won’t have
a runway issue in two years the as-
phalt gets soft,” quipped Commis-
sioner Todd Morgan.

This would be the first time
the contractor had worked for
St. Mary’s County government,
though, Hayden confirmed.

The county has long planned to
extend the runway at the airport to
allow for more and larger aircraft to
land there; the airport has become
a key economic development driv-
er in the county with new hangar
space and technology development
occurring on a regular basis for ci-
vilian markets.

County Holds Off
Privatizing STS Buses

The county was to have accepted
bids to privatize and run its STS bus
transit system but the Commissioners
of St. Mary’s County voted last week
by a 4-to-1 margin to defer bidding
to allow the county’s Department
of Public Works and Transporta-
tion continue improving the system,
which has been the subject of many
complaints over the years.

Commissioner John O’Connor was
the dissenting vote, saying that for
various reasons the process has been
dragged out for years and that the de-
partment has been too slow in making
improvements.

“For six years we’ve heard the same
thing,” O’Connor said. “We’re going
to get the app, we’re going to get the
stops... STS has been mismanaged
for a long time.”

O’Connor called the request to not
put out a bid because of COVID-19,
“a horrible one” since there were con-
tractors who were willing now to an-
swer a bid.

“Saving 56 percent in overtime
is great but we still don’t have the
stops, we still don’t have the things
there that need to be there,” O’Connor
continued. “How long do we have to
wait... for all of these things to hap-
pen again, when a contractor can just
come it and do it?”

Public works chief John Deat-
rick and his deputy Allison Swint
told commissioners that things had
improved at STS over the past sev-
eral months and that they wanted
more time to consolidate those
improvements.

Among them were plans to roll out
a mobile app and routing software

-

to improve service; Swint said other
ideas for improvement included route
studies to ensure they were being
used efficiently as well as voice re-
sponse software so riders could eas-
ily confirm or cancel appointments
for bus pick-up.

Under the current system, STS
picks up riders as they flag down the
bus or pick up residents who have
made appointments.

O’Connor was critical of statements
continually made by public works
staff about looking into providing bus
stops but none having been activated.

Public works officials said they
were working on getting bus stops.

Swint said the latest analysis
showed that the county could still
provide the service economically.

“It will cost more to contract ser-
vices than it will in-house,” Swint
said.

Deatrick said the reduction in over-
time since the novel coronavirus for
bus drivers had led to an increase in
morale.

“People are happier on the job and
we’re having fewer accidents,” Deat-
rick said. “Just in general things are
working a lot better at STS.”

Juvenile Charged As Adult
in Burchmart Robbery

On Nov. 2 at approximately 11:55 p.m.,
troopers from the Maryland State Police
Leonardtown Barrack responded to a
911 call for a robbery at the Burchmart,
25355 Point Lookout Road in Leonar-
dtown. The investigation revealed the
suspect entered the establishment, dis-
played a knife and attempted to take
money from the cash register.

St. Mary’s Man Wounded
in Galvert County Shooting

On October 31 at approximately 11:49
p-m., troopers from the Maryland State
Police Prince Frederick Barrack and depu-
ties from the Calvert County Sheriff’s Of-
fice responded to the CalvertHealth Medi-
cal Center Emergency Room in Prince
Frederick for the report of a shooting vic-
tim who had arrived in a civilian vehicle.

After years of waiting the new
community-based outpatient clinic
(CBOC) in Charlotte Hall is final-
ly open to serve the needs of local
veterans.

At 17,000 square feet in size, it of-
fers primary care as well as numer-
ous specialty care options such as
optometry, audiology, physical ther-
apy, mental health counseling and
telehealth options where patients can
use video sessions to get diagnoses
of ailments from doctors in real time.

The new building has all of its
services on one floor, explained Dr.
Narasimham Iswara, lead physician
in charge of the facility, which is
much different than the old facility.

The old CBOC was located at the
Charlotte Hall Veterans Home and
had an elevator to access it.

“So there’s no going up that rick-
ety elevator like in the old facility,”
said Gloria Hairston, spokesperson
for the D.C., Virginia areca Veterans
Affairs.

Iswara said the new facility far
surpasses the old in terms of acces-
sibility and ability to deliver care.

“Size wise, [the new facility] is
phenomenally big,” Iswara said. “For
services, we have much more oppor-
tunity to do that.”

There are multiple rooms to pro-
vide primary care as well as for all
the other specialties; they are spa-
cious and bright and equipped with
state-of-the-art medical technology.

The old facility was one hallway
with a few rooms for care, Iswara
said, and the physician’s office
served as the exam room.

In the new facility, all of the exam
and treatment rooms are separated
from the section that houses the phy-
sicians, nurses and technicians and
their workspace.

The physicians at the new CBOC
also offer specialized care for women
veterans as well, Hairston said.

The construction of the new CBOC
was the result of a process that in-
cluded focus groups of veterans talk-
ing about their needs; veterans had

long complained about having to go
to VA facilities in locations such as
Washington, D.C. to get basic care.

This facility is the only stand-alone
CBOC of'its kind in the D.C., Virgin-
ia region; all others are attached to a
larger VA facility.

“It’s not just what the VA wants,”
Hairston said. “We did focus groups

with the veterans, we captured the
veterans’ voice.

“This facility shows the commit-
ment of the Department of Veterans
Affairs to provide care... in a state-
of-the-art facility. Our veterans de-
serve it; we nailed it this time.”

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Croshy Remembers Being on

_Front:Lines ol Terror war

Before he became a state delegate
here in St. Mary’s, Brian Crosby was
in the U.S. Army fighting the Taliban
in Afghanistan, first as an airborne
infantryman and then as a Ranger in
special operations.

It was one of the seminal experi-
ences of his life.

He started as a platoon leader, a
lieutenant, in the 173" Airborne Bri-
gade and counted himself fortunate
to serve in such a unit.

“The talent for the lieutenants was
the best in the Army,” Crosby, the
representative for District 29 B in the
Maryland General Assembly said. “I
learned about tactics, how to control
assets and maneuver on the ground.

“That experience was invaluable;
that was where [ was in my very first
firefight.”

He found himself and his unit
working in Wardak Province in Af-
ghanistan in 2012, patrolling a rug-
ged expanse of territory and trying to
establish good relations with the local
people who eked out a living in a war-
zone, just trying to survive.

It was an area that was not unlike
the mountainous regions of the Unit-
ed States, he said.

“The biggest misnomer is that Af-
ghanistan is all desert, the southern
portion is like that, but a lot of it is
similar to Colorado,” Crosby said. “It
gets cold and there’s high elevations;
your cardio has to be up there.”

His patrols there focused on what is
known as COIN, or counter insurgen-
cy, and that meant trying to convince
local tribespeople to support the ef-
forts of the United States and oppose
the Taliban.

He was 28 years old.

“We were in the middle of abso-
lutely nowhere,” Crosby said. “You
were trying to build rapport with the
people; it’s really no different than
politics in some ways.”

Fully equipped, he and his men car-
ried about 65 pounds of equipment
between weapons, ammunition, water
and other gear.

He would make contact with people
who had no contact at all with oth-
ers living in a village just 10 minutes
away.

“There was nothing to con-
nect one village to another,” Cros-
by said. “It is extreme poverty.”
Things have changed for the better
in Afghanistan since he served and
fought there, Crosby said, but change
is slow.

“More women are involved, elec-
tions are taking place,” Crosby
said. “But what has changed there,
strategically?”

Crosby's father pins on his Ranger tab.

During the day, when soldiers were
trying to win hearts and minds, the
Taliban was waiting to go back to the
villages the soldiers had visited.

The local people were just try-
ing to stay alive, Crosby said, and
would agree to either the promises of
the Americans or the threats of the
Taliban.

“For them, it’s survival,” Crosby
said. “I’m sure they don’t want any
more fighting in their back yard.

“When the sun goes down and
you’re not there, the Taliban is.”

Aside from forging ties with vil-
lagers and hoping to deny territory to
the Taliban, Crosby and his soldiers
helped secure supply lines which
were critical to keeping the Kabul
government in power.

Direct contact with the Taliban was
inevitable, he found himself being
shot at and returning fire, fighting to
stay alive.

“You’re trained to do it,” Crosby
said of combat. “It’s the fastest, slow-
est time period in your life.

“There’s a rush and you’re afraid,
it’s very much about survival.”

When on patrol, Crosby and his
soldiers had armored vehicles with
them, providing both cover from in-
coming fire and superior firepower.

“They gave you such an advan-

tage,” Crosby said.

Crosby soon went through Ranger
School, a 62-day leadership course
that is among the toughest elite sol-
diering training regimens in the
world and earned the coveted Ranger
Tab, setting him apart as a distin-
guished soldier.

But his journey with the Rangers
did not end there as he soon tried out
for a billet in the famed 75" Ranger
Regiment, a premier special opera-
tions unit.

“You have to get a recommendation
from your battalion commander to
even tryout for selection to the Rang-
er Regiment,” Crosby said.

He won the tan beret which tops off
the service dress of a Ranger and was
proud to serve with some of the finest
soldiers in the world.

He was driven to work with the
best, he said and be counted among
them.

“In the end they were all part of the
team,” Crosby said. “They were all
ultra-alpha.

“You don’t want to let anyone
down.”

His job quickly changed in special
operations.

“It’s a different mission set,” Cros-
by said. “You’re going after high-val-
ue targets and you’re targeting them

daily.”

That included insurgent networks
and their leaders.

Crosby commanded a sniper pla-
toon and was heavily involved in
intelligence gathering, facing a tena-
cious and hardened enemy.

Crosby said he was confident in
his and other Ranger’s ability to fight
and win against the Taliban, but he
gave them their due.

“In combat, the enemy gets a say,”
Crosby said. “In combat, you’ve got
to be adaptable and the enemy will do
what they need to survive.

“It’s an ever-changing landscape;
they’re the reason we’re in a 20-year
conflict.”

He spent two years in the 3" Ranger
Battalion and continued his service in
the National Guard, mustering out in
August.

He regards Veterans’ Day as a time
to reflect on his service, but also on
those with whom he served.

“I’ll check out some of my guys on
Facebook,” Crosby said. “I’ll think
about doing all those cool things with
these people.

“It’s about people who had an im-
pact on my life far greater than they
realize. It really changed the course
of my life; I’'m indebted to them.”

Protect Your Family from
Long-term Care Costs

Like everyone, you want to re-
main physically and financially
independent throughout your life.
But if you lose some of this free-
dom, the last thing you’d want is
to become a burden on your fam-
ily. How can you keep this from
happening?

First of all, you need to be
aware of the risk. Someone turn-
ing 65 today has almost a 70 per-
cent chance of eventually needing
some type of long-term care, ac-
cording to the U.S. Department
of Health and Human Services.
Of course, this doesn’t neces-
sarily mean that you face that 70
percent likelihood. In reality, you
have either a zero percent chance
of requiring long-term care (you’ll
never need it) or a 100 percent
chance (you’ll definitely need it).

Nonetheless, if you think you’ve
got that zero percent chance,
you're taking a gamble — and it
could be a big one, because long-
term care is expensive. The me-
dian annual cost for a private
room in a nursing home is over
$102,000, according to Genworth,
an insurance company. Other
long-term care services, such as
those provided by a home health
care aide, also don’t come cheaply.

Furthermore, you can’t count on
Medicare paying all these costs
— in fact, it would probably only
cover a small portion of a nursing
home stay and provide limited as-
sistance for home health care. So,
if you were financially unprepared
for the expense of long-term care,
the burden might fall on your
loved ones. This could be a big fi-
nancial challenge, in two ways.

First, if a family member had
to become your caregiver, this in-
dividual might have to abandon

a career, or at least substantially
reduce their working hours. Not
only would this result in a loss of
income, but it could also lower the
amounts that could be contributed
to a 401(k) or similar employer-
sponsored retirement plan.

Second, if your family members
couldn’t leave their jobs or cut
back on their hours, or they were
simply unable to provide the type
of long-term care you need, they
might be forced to pay for a nurs-
ing home stay or home health care
worker out of pocket.

To avoid these outcomes, you
have a couple of options:

* Self-insure — You could con-
ceivably “self-insure” against the
costs of long-term care by devot-
ing a portion of your investment
portfolio specifically to this pur-
pose. However, if at some point
you require admission to a nursing
home, it may require a significant
commitment of your resources.

* Purchase protection — Over the
past decade or so, there’s been an
increase in the types of long-term
care protection vehicles available.
These instruments vary widely in
cost and in what they cover, but by
choosing a protection option, you
may greatly lower the financial
risk you might face. By consulting
with a financial professional, you
should be able to find an arrange-
ment that’s appropriate for your
situation.

Preserving your financial inde-
pendence and helping protect that
of your family should be a key fi-
nancial goal. And you can make
progress toward accomplishing
this by recognizing the potential
cost of long-term care and taking
steps to deal with it.
