Two county departments, health
and information technology, each
received a share of $22 million in
American Rescue Act funds this
week after the Commissioners of
St. Mary’s County decided the
needs in those departments were
time sensitive enough.

Last week the commissioners
tabled making a decision on how
to divide all of the federal supple-
mentary funding, but received
an e-mail request from County
Health Officer Dr. Meena Brew-
ster five hours before the begin-
ning of their July 27 meeting for
emergency funding to continue
responding to COVID-19.

Brewster told commissioners
surge staffing, particularly for
monitoring infections of the vi-
rus’ Delta variant, now the prime
strain of the disease in the nation,
was still necessary.

“That is what has particular ur-
gency around it,” Brewster said.
“We have staff on board currently,
I need to be able to pay them.”

She said she had put in the re-
quest for a piece of the relief fund-
ing weeks ago, but felt the need
to request the money now as the
commissioners would not meet for
the next two weeks.

“We need to maintain our CO-
VID surge response for this fiscal
year,” Brewster said. “We have
weaned down those staff however
there are many functions we need
to maintain.

“We know we’re entering into
another surge of COVID-19.”

About half the county’s popula-
tion remains unvaccinated, Brew-
ster said, and that coupled with
greater summertime social inter-
action and travel has led to the re-

cent spike in local cases.

“It’s to be expected,” Brewster
said. “Unfortunately, we’re now
dealing with Delta strain.”

She explained that this newer,
much more infectious strain, could
not be fully quantified here yet.
“Our genomic tests of positive
cases is very limited.” Brewster
said. “We believe much of the
surge we’re experiencing now...
is probably fueled mostly by the
Delta variant.”

The Delta variant is “highly in-
fectious,” Brewster said, so much
in fact, that scientists are becom-
ing increasingly concerned about
the disease’s virulent nature the
more they learn about it.

“We don’t want to be behind
the power curve; we don’t want
to be reactionary to what it was
last time,” said Commissioner
John O’Connor, in supporting the
$1 million health department re-
quest. “It’s logical that the money
is going to go there.”

Operations for pandemic re-
sponse, including contact trac-
ing, pop-up vaccine clinics and
case surveillance are continuing
around the clock, she said, neces-
sitating continued funding.

“Those contact tracers are busy
seven days a week,” Brewster said.

Brewster said her department
plans to reopen mass vaccina-
tion operations at the Hollywood
Volunteer Fire Department in the
near future for vaccine booster
shots as well as vaccines, once
they are available for children un-
der 12 years old.

The county’s information tech-
nology department received $4.7
million over the next two years to
continue with improving broad-
band infrastructure.

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Emergency Director: Paid EMS Staff Working Well

The effort to recruit and retain
paid emergency medical techni-
cians (EMTs) and paramedics is
“doing very well,” the county’s
top emergency management of-
ficial told county commissioners
this week.

“Our mutual aid requests from
other counties are way down,” said
Steve Walker, director of the De-
partment of Emergency Manage-
ment. “Our delays are way down.”

Walker reported to commission-
ers on the progress of inculcating
the paid assistance in with what
has always been a volunteer rescue
and advanced life support service
in St. Mary’s County.

In 2020, the county spent over
$284,000 on contract emergency
medical aid, Walker said, with
current expenditures going a little
over $1 million.

The county had originally bud-
geted $906,000 to cover the first
year’s cost for the medical person-
nel, originally paid to an outside
staffing contractor.

The county has since decided to
hire all its own paid supplemental
medical staffing, EMTs and para-
medics, using fiscal 2022 budget
monies as well as funds that had

previously allocated to Walker’s
agency for such a contingency.

A total of 32 EMS personnel,
about half full time and the rest
part time, were to be hired.

Walker said preliminary data
showed that continuing to pro-
vide paid medical assistance for
volunteer companies, of whom all
have requested help, would not be
cheap.

“It’s certainly costly,”
said.

The actual process of EMS bill-
ing, which the county has now
instituted to charge patients’ in-
surance companies for ambulance
transport, has proved more dif-
ficult to institute with the cur-
rent county-contracted company,
Walker said.

EMS billing is designed to help
defray the costs of continued use
of paid supplemental medical
personnel.

“We’re collecting, we’re doing
the training, I just don’t have the
data to show you how we’re doing
right now,” Walker said.

There are 16 full-time EMTs
now running calls, Walker said,
with four full-time paramedics
supporting the county’s Advanced
Life Support Unit.

paramedics] are filling in as need-
ed,” Walker said. “The hourlies
have really made the difference.”

Commissioner John O’Connor
said he had found that e-mail no-
tification traffic related to non-
response to calls had dropped by
about 90 percent with the addition
of new staff.

“The collaboration between ev-
eryone is obviously working in the
right direction,” said O’Connor.

Commissioner Mike Hewitt said
he had been informed by volun-
teers who were available to take
an emergency call that they found

paid staff had already taken it,
prompting him to ask Walker what
his preference was.

Walker said he believed the ad-
dition of paid supervisors, for
which he had not made an official
request, could help sort that issue
out.

His main concern though, was
getting medical aid to an emergen-
cy, paid or not.

“We want them to answer as
soon as possible,” Walker said. “If
the volunteers answer first, go.

“I have no issues with it.”

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St. Patrick's ek Dredge Funding Approved

Two studs seek
cute, romantic lobes

St. Patrick’s Creek may soon get
some much-needed relief after the
Commissioners of St. Mary’s Coun-
ty approved grant funding to begin
dredging it.

“It’s another piece of good news,”
said Department of Public Works and
Transportation chief John Deatrick.
“It’s [the capitol project] has been out
there a long time trying to find the
funding.”

The timing for the funding is right,
Deatrick said, as the mouth of the
creek is closing due to increasing lev-
els of sand and other sediment flow-
ing into it.

This would eventually make the
creck impassable to boat traffic; sig-
nificant amounts of recreational and
commercial boat traffic depend upon
St. Patrick’s Creek.

“Unfortunately, it’s not a long-term
fix,” Deatrick lamented of the con-
tinual silting problem. “That’s why
we’re continuing to look for funding
sources for a long term fix.”

Capitol Projects Manager Zane
Rettstatt said he had been working on
the project intermittently for the past
decade; they were finally successful
in getting a state grant through the
Department of Natural Resources for
$100,000 to design the project and
$800,000 for the dredging work.

St. Patrick’s Creek is located in

Colton’s Point and leads into St.
Clement’s Bay.

“It was a big victory,” Rettstatt said
of the funding.

The creek’s channel is 60-feet wide
and just seven feet deep.

“The channel’s gotten so bad over
the years that the [U.S.] Coast Guard
would just take the buoy marker and
just move it in,” Rettstatt said. “Right
now, it’s just 25- to-30 feet wide.

“You can’t get two-way traffic.”

The plan is to dredge about 7,000
cubic yards of siltation and move it to
a site at Newtown Neck State Park for
a beach replenishment project, Rett-
statt said.

Once the grant was approved, he
said, it would take between 45 to 60
days to hire a contractor to do the de-
sign work.

Dredging would then be scheduled
for the spring or summer of next year.

“The sooner the better,” said Com-
missioner President James “Randy”
Guy. “Believe me.”

Rettstatt said that, barring another
hurricane or significant storm, the
dredging should provide the needed
relief for the creek for quite some
time.

In the meantime, the county was
pursuing other possibilities, such as a
jetty, to provide a longer-term solu-
tion to the siltation problem, Rettstatt
said.

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County Warns of
Surveyor Operating
Without a License

County land use officials are
investigating how many projects
a local land surveyor, who they
say had been working without a
license since January of 2019, pro-
duced before the county found out
about his allegedly scofflaw pro-
fessional status.

So far, that number of projects is
38, with 20 of them being bound-
ary line adjustment plats. Half that
number were minor subdivisions,
according to county reports.

County officials announced July
21 that Jerry Nokleby of Nokleby
Surveying, Inc. had not had a valid
state license for the last two-and-
a-half years but had done business
under the name of another com-
pany, VARC LLC.

Bill Hunt, director of the coun-
ty’s Department of Land Use and
Growth Management, told The
County Times that the Maryland
Board for Professional Land Sur-
veyors revoked Nokleby’s license

due to an issue of tax liability.

Hunt’s department first learned
of Nokleby losing his license
when a retired land surveyor told
a senior member of the staff.

Plats in subdivisions must be
prepared by a licensed surveyor,
Hunt said, to establish exact prop-
erty boundary lines before being
recorded officially.

“They are guaranteeing... their
work meets the professional re-
quirements to be a survey in the
state of Maryland,” Hunt said.

“It’s definitely not hundreds,
not at all,” Hunt said. “It should
be less than a hundred.”

The county has issued no cease
and desist order to Nokleby, Hunt
said, as it would not be necessary.

“If he were to send us some-
thing, we wouldn’t accept it,”
Hunt said.

Calls to Nokleby in an attempt
to get comment for this story were
unreturned as of press time.

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Manor Road Bridge
Finally Reopen

For almost a year Manor Road had
been closed down due to the box culvert
bridge being washed out from Tropical
Storm Isaias, but now the narrow but
important rural road is open to traffic.

The county’s Department of Public
Works and Transportation had recently
reported to the Commissioners of St.
Mary’s County that they had given
the contract to replace the bridge to
The Great Mills Trading Post after the
previous contractor had failed to act
quickly enough in coming up with proj-
ect designs.

Local residents in the 7% District, in-
cluding farmers had complained that
continued closure of the road had made
it difficult to move their farm equip-
ment to their crops.

Public Works chief John Deatrick
said that five pipes are currently under-
pinning the new road section and are
a temporary fix; a proper box culvert,
with wing walls to stop erosion of the
creek banks and provide a traffic safety
measure, should be installed by next
summer.

The original box culvert bridge was
installed in the 1930s, Deatrick said,
and records of its design could not be

found, forestalling the installation of a
complete bridge replacement until next
year.

The roadway will have to be closed
again next summer, he said, likely for
about two weeks.

The temporary fix, Deatrick said was
necessary to getting traffic moving
again.

“It had been closed for way too long,”
Deatrick said.

The county is also working to replace
the washed-out bridge at Busy Corner
Road, which connects both Route 5 and
Route 242, and was similarly destroyed
last August in the storm.

The Calvert-St. Mary’s Metro-
politan Planning Organization (C-
SMMPO) is developing a Complete
Streets Plan for the Calvert-St.
Mary’s region and they are seeking
public comment on the draft plan.

According to the draft plan, “C-
SMMPO became an urbanized area
after the 2010 Census, when the pop-
ulation in the Lexington Park / Cali-
fornia / Chesapeake Ranch Estates
region surpassed 50,000 residents. In
keeping with federal requirements, a
metropolitan planning organization
(MPO) was formed to coordinate
transportation planning for projects
within urbanized areas that receive
federal funding. The C-SMMPO
also incorporates the Patuxent River
Naval Air Station (NAS PAX).”

The plan goes on to say, “The C-
SMMPO is developing this Com-
plete Streets Plan to provide design
guidance to government agencies,
consultants, private developers, and
community groups on the planning,
design, and operation of roadways
for all users. This plan is meant to
supplement existing manuals and
standards and should be referenced
early in the planning and design pro-
cess for transportation projects.”

Complete Streets is a term used
“to designate the need for a street to
function not only as a transportation
route for vehicles. Rather, streets
should serve as a mechanism to con-
nect people to places while accom-
modating all individuals and modes
instead of being simply a transpor-
tation route for vehicles. Complete
Streets are roadways that are de-
signed to provide safe, accessible,
and healthy travel for all users of our
roadway system, including pedes-
trians, bicyclists, transit riders, and
motorists.”

The plan includes five proposed
project locations within St. Mary’s
County. They are:

St. Mary’s Park Bike and Trail
Routes -- This project will provide a
system of trails and bike facilities in
and around St. Mary’s Park by pro-
posing a network of new trails along
existing utility corridors, new shared
use paths along existing roadways,
and shared street facilities on resi-
dential roadways. The trail system
will serve as a recreational facility
as well as an important connection
between several areas and amenities
in the community including the busi-
nesses along Airport View Drive,
the Three Notch Trail, St. Mary’s
Regional Airport, St. Mary’s Lake,
St. Mary’s Park, Point Lookout Road
and multiple residential neighbor-
hoods. There are two alternatives for

the St. Mary’s Park Bike and Trail
Routes.

Three Notch Trail and Linkages --
An existing ten-foot wide trail runs
parallel along Three Notch Road
(MD 235). The existing trail has sev-
eral gaps between FDR Boulevard
and Chancellors Run Road, which
this project will fill to provide a com-
plete trail network connecting the
commercial businesses along Three
Notch Road. The trail improvements
will begin at the intersection of Three
Notch Road and FDR Boulevard / By
the Mill Road. This intersection has
connections with the existing bike
lanes and sidewalk along FDR Bou-
levard. The 10-foot-wide trail will
utilize the existing utility / railroad
corridor for approximately 1,000
feet before shifting north to direct-
ly parallel Three Notch Road until
reaching St. Andrew’s Church Road.
The proposed trail will cross St.
Andrew’s Church Road at the exist-
ing signalized intersection and then
turn south to parallel St. Andrew’s
Church Road for approximately 200
feet. The proposed trail alignment
then turns back east into the existing
railroad / utility corridor. The trail
will cross First Colony Boulevard at
the existing signalized intersection
with Three Notch Road, then contin-
ues east along the utility / railroad
corridor to connect to the existing
portion of trail near the west side of
the South Plaza Shopping Center.
The existing portion of trail at this
location extends across the width of
the South Plaza Shopping Center to
Old Rolling Road. Near Old Rolling
Road, the design alternative recom-
mends removing a portion of the ex-
isting trail and realigning it to con-
nect to the existing signalized cross-
ing at the intersection of Old Rolling
Road and Three Notch Road. East of
this intersection, the proposed trail
alignment then continues along the
utility corridor to connect to another
portion of the existing trail west of
Miramar Way. The design alterna-
tive proposes ADA-compliant curb
ramps and continental crosswalks at

all roadway and commercial drive-
way crossings.

Tulagi Place — Great Mills Road /
NAS PAX -- The primary goal for
this project is to improve pedestrian
and bicycle access between NAS
PAX and existing retail and com-
mercial areas along Great Mills Road
across Three Notch Road in the area
around Tulagi Place. These improve-
ments will include additional land-
scaping, continental crosswalks, sig-
nal upgrades, and geometric changes
at the intersection to increase com-
munity access and use of the park.

FDR Boulevard / Shangri-La
Drive -- Shangri-La Drive is an ap-
proximately 3,600-foot-long road-
way connection between Three
Notch Road (MD 235) and S. Essex
Drive, including a signalized cross-
ing of Great Mills Road. FDR Bou-
levard is a proposed county roadway
that runs parallel to Three Notch
Road from the Wildewood neigh-
borhood to South Shangri-La Drive.
The roadway has been partially con-
structed in segments, and one of the
goals of this project will be to com-
plete the missing links of FDR Bou-
levard. There are numerous business
and commercial properties along
Shangri-La Drive on the north side
of Great Mills Road, including res-
taurants and shops, while the south
side of Great Mills Road includes
schools, a church, a public library,
and a large residential neighbor-
hood. This project will look to im-
prove pedestrian and bicycle facili-
ties along Shangri-La Drive roadway
and provide additional connections
to the commercial area. The project
will also identify potential improve-
ments for pedestrian and bicycle
connections from Shangri-La Drive
to John G. Lancaster Park using Wil-
lows Road. There are two proposed
alternatives for this project location.
Alternative "A" proposes standard
stopcontrolled intersections along
FDR Boulevard and at the intersec-
tion of S Shangri-La Drive and Wil-
lows Road, while Alternative B pro-
poses two roundabouts along FDR

Boulevard and at the intersection
of S Shangri-La Drive and Willows
Road to help with traffic calming
and improved safety along the cor-
ridor. Alternative A will involve
new roadway construction for ap-
proximately 3,000 linear feet along
the proposed alignment for FDR
Boulevard south of Pegg Road. An
existing section of FDR Boulevard
that currently connects Three Notch
Road and Great Mills Road will be
widened and upgraded to match the
ultimate typical section for FDR
Boulevard. Along Shangri-La Drive,
a new 10-foot wide shared use path
is proposed on the north side of the
roadway with grass buffers where
possible, and new six-foot sidewalk
is proposed on the south side. Con-
tinental crosswalks are proposed
at all intersections and commercial
driveway crossings. There are ex-
isting sidewalks along both sides
of Shangri-La Drive from Willows
Road to Great Mills Road. The ex-
isting sidewalk along the east side of
the roadway will be maintained, but
the existing sidewalk along the west
side of the roadway is proposed to be
widened to become a 10-foot shared
use path. A new shared use path is
proposed along the east side of Wil-
lows Road from the intersection with
Shangri-La Drive to the entrance to
John G. Lancaster Park.

Great Mills Corridor --This project
will look to provide safe and consis-
tent pedestrian and bicycle facilities
along the roadway, improved pedes-
trian crossings, and improved links
between the surrounding neighbor-
hoods and nearby schools. There are
two alternatives for the Great Mills
Corridor project location. Alterna-
tive A focuses on improvement to
the roadway’s typical section that
will provide better connectivity for
pedestrian and bicycle users. Alter-
native B includes the same improve-
ments as Alternative A for a major-
ity of the roadway but proposes a
collector-distributor road in one sec-
tion of the project.

Two virtual public meetings on the
plan were held recently. Public com-
ments are being solicited through
Aug. 3 to https://www.surveymon-
key.com/r/V2GJSWS8https://www.

The implementation phase of
the plan is still being developed by
the consultants working on it. That
should be ready by the end of August
and then additional public meetings
will be scheduled.

Initially launched in English, the
VaccineCheck service is now also
available in Spanish for communi-
ty members. VaccineCheck gener-
ates a personalized digital version
of a CDC vaccine card after veri-
fying COVID-19 vaccine history
through Maryland’s statewide im-
munization registry. Community
members can also use this service
to upload images of their paper
CDC vaccine card for safe digital
record-keeping accessible through
their smartphone or computer.
Data uploads and verification of
vaccine history are conducted us-
ing the HIPAA-compliant PinPoint
platform.

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Lawn Mower Races Return To Bowles Farm

After a two-year hiatus, partial-
ly due to a need for time off and
then again from the COVID-19
pandemic, the lawn mower races
at Bowles Farm in Clements are
revving and roaring back to life
Aug. 6 and Aug. 7.

A quintessentially country-style
racing sport, competitors will pit
their performance-enhanced lawn
maintenance machines against
each other in multiple classes for
what race organizers say might be
the biggest lawn mower race ever
at Bowles Farm.

Jason Brown, a 7" District na-
tive and one of the founding mem-
bers of the Mason Dixon Lawn
Mower Racing Association, the
sponsoring organization for the
event, said more than 100 racers
from across the nation are expect-
ed to come to St. Mary’s and test
their racing mettle.

“It looks like this will be the big-
gest race we’ve ever had,” Brown
told The County Times. “Our best
year ever we had attendance in the
high 90s but for a couple of years
our number of racers was down to
about 70.

“It could be the largest race in
the country.”

It takes approximately a year to
prepare to host the event, what has
become a perennial local favor-
ite, with about 25 people needed
just to ensure the races can actu-

ally take place, from bringing on
board sponsors to preparing the
track for two solid days of racing.

“We have all these parts to play
and it’s 100 percent volunteer,”
Brown said.

Brown has won his fair share of
lawn mower races and, at 43, he
has been racing for the past 15
years.

There’s just something about
turning the mundane — a riding
lawnmower — into the unexpected.

“It’s just seeing it doing some-
thing you normally can’t imagine
it doing,” Brown said. “And peo-
ple just love to watch; it’s a fun
environment.”

Some of these lawn mowers en-
tered in races can reach speeds of
more than 50 miles-per-hour; oth-
ers can even reach more than 80
miles-per-hour, Brown said.

One entrant is a world land
speed record setter when it comes
to lawn mower racing — Bobby
Cleveland, who raced a lawn
mower up to 96.8 miles-per-hour
— Brown said.

Cleveland’s record was broken
by a vehicle especially built by
Honda, Brown said, but it wasn’t
really a lawnmower.

“He actually cut grass with it
the same day [Cleveland’s mower
he used to set the record] just to
prove it’s a lawnmower.”

It’s a source of pride that rac-
ers not only get their machines to
top performance levels, but that

they also stay true to their roots
and everyday household and farm-
stead landscaping tools.

Doing their own mechanical
work to take their lawnmower to
the next level is part of the attrac-
tion of racing, Brown said, but it’s
also about mounting it and getting
to go as fast as it can.

“It’s an adrenaline rush,” he
said. “It’s something that fills that
urge for a rush.

“It’s pretty exciting.”

Lawnmower racing got its start
in the United States about 29 years
ago, on April Fools Day, but the
sport has its genesis in the United
Kingdom, where racers have been
riding their machines competi-
tively since the 1970s.

Riders from the UK came to
Bowles Farm in 2017 to compete;
UK races are different as they em-
phasize long distances and endur-
ance among drivers.

Racing in the U.S. are confined
to much smaller tracks and em-
phasize raw speed.

Drivers will be coming from at
least 10 states, Brown said.

Aside from providing family-
friendly excitement for the com-
munity, the proceeds from the
race go to support both the 7" Dis-
trict Volunteer Rescue Squad and
the 7" District Optimist Club.

“We’re hanging in there,” said
Ronnie Mattingly, of the rescue
squad and one of the event orga-
nizers. “A lot of the money were

spending [at the rescue squad] is
coming in and out of the company.”

The races are a key fundraiser
for the rescue squad, Mattingly
said, and the money they receive
this year would go to purchasing
equipment such as new patient
monitors.

“You have to upgrade them con-
stantly,” Mattingly said. “They
can cost $20,000 a piece.”

The 7" District Optimist Club
has been trying to keep up its
fundraising efforts in the time of
COVID-19 but has struggled, said
club member Greg Van Meter.

“A lot of our fundraisers were
cancelled because of COVID,”
Van Meter said. “The fund we get
from the races will go a long way
to allowing us to continue what
we’ve done in the past.”

The Optimists focus on funding
enrichment activities for young
people, including sports activities
and scholarships.

“We want to shore up our schol-
arship fund,” Van Meter said. “I
think people are excited about
coming out and meeting people
they haven’t seen in 18 months.”

County Commissioner Eric Col-
vin encouraged residents to come
out and enjoy the community
event.

“If you haven’t been to the lawn-
mower races you’re missing quite
a show,” said Colvin.

Navy Uses New Shipboard Aircraft Handler for
the First Time in Operational Environment

The Common Aviation Sup-
port Equipment program office’s
(PMA-260) shipboard aircraft han-
dler (SAH) was used in an opera-
tional environment for the first time
aboard the U.S.S. Harry S. Truman
(CVN 75) in June.

Lead support test engineers from
Naval Air Warfare Center Aircraft
Division (NAWCAD) joined the
crew aboard CVN 75 to conduct
operational environment tests of the
SAH, which were conducted to eval-
uate the SAH. The SAH replaces the
prior shipboard handler, the spotting
dolly, which has been in use for ap-
proximately 35 years. The SAH mis-
sion is to grab, lift, and tow Navy
and Marine Corps aircraft within
hangar bays.

“After many years, the Navy has
decided to procure a new replace-
ment shipboard handler to keep
the mission going with the pace of
technology. The SAH is intended

to replace the shipboard spotting
dolly,” said PMA-260 lead support
test engineer Tom Tuominen.

In keeping with the pace of to-
day’s technology, the new version
of the spotting dolly uses wire-
less communication. The SAH has
toggle and joystick controls that are
operated directly by the sailor with
little to no lag time between the
Bluetooth controls and the machine.
It also has the ability to closely
maneuver around obstacles in the
hangar bay.

“Great things in business are nev-
er done by one individual. They're
done by a team of people. The SAH
team has faced every challenge head
on and jumped every hurdle, to in-
clude the pandemic, supply chain
logistical issues, and shortage of
workers in industry, “said Cmdr.
Kevin Bittle, SAH team co-lead.

Bittle’s civilian co-lead David
Sutherland echoed his team-centric

sentiment, “Even with thousands of
miles between our industry partners
and Patuxent River, the SAH team
never lost its focus on commitment
to the effort. We still have work to
do, but everyone knows their role,
all have been executing, and we look
forward to the finished product.”

In the event wireless connectiv-
ity cannot be used, the SAH also
has the ability to be driven with the
same control panel, but connected to
the handler itself through a tether.
This backup option ensures the
SAH can be used no matter what
conditions present in an operational
setting.

“The PMA-260 program office
provides common aviation support
equipment to the fleet for use by
our sailors and Marines. With ship-
board testing of the SAH, we’re one
step closer to fielding the replace-
ment for the current aircraft spot-
ting dolly with a unit that is more

intuitive and safer for the users to
operate,” said Capt. Robert Burgess,
PMA-260 program manager.

The test engineers collected
feedback from sailors aboard CVN
75, and employed that feedback in
modifications made in the final
SAH design.

The Common Aviation Support
Equipment program office (PMA-
260) manages the procurement,
development and fielding of Com-
mon Ground Support Equipment
and Automatic Test Equipment that
supports every Type/Model/Series
aircraft within the Naval Aviation
Enterprise. PMA-260 leads the de-
velopment and maintenance of the
Naval Aviation Support Equipment
(SE) program investment strategy/
process oversight to insure optimi-
zation of support, development of
Common Support Equipment re-
quirements, and SE standardization
throughout naval aviation.
