Ryan Cherrico, the man police
have arrested and charged with
taking a stolen truck and collid-
ing with a Mennonite horse and
buggy and killing its operator last
week, was under suspicion by po-
lice almost immediately after the
incident on Oct. 27, court papers
show.

According to an application for
a statement of charges against
Cherrico, sheriff’s deputies found
him at the Third Base store just
about one-half mile away from the
incident just minutes after it had
occurred.

The crash occurred at about 7:30
a.m. and witnesses said they saw
the operator of the red 2000 Chev-
rolet Silverado run away from the
scene.

Officers questioned Cherrico
and documented their encounter
with him but said they did not de-
tain him for lack of evidence.

But they noted that Cherrico,
31, of Mechanicsville had a strong
smell of alcohol on his breath and
exhibited “slow, slurred, deliber-
ate speech.”

Surveillance video from several
shops and stores in the area clearly
showed Cherrico walking to Third
Base, court papers showed, but
the defendant gave police a false
alibi to avoid being suspected of
causing the crash.

Cherrico had a suspended driv-
er’s license at the time of the
crash, police said.

When law officers contacted the
owner of the truck, Robin Lynn
Nelson, they found she had re-

ported the vehicle stolen after she
had learned it had been involved
in a fatal crash.

Nelson was in Florida at the
time, court papers stated, and told
law officers she had left her ve-
hicle with a family member, with
whom Cherrico would stay from
time to time.

Law enforcement officers were
also able to obtain text messages
between Cherrico and his mother
which showed he had been the
operator of the stolen truck and
knew he had caused a fatal crash;
law officers also found that Cher-
rico’s family was attempting to
send him to Colorado to avoid
apprehension.

Cherrico remains incarcerated
at the county detention center on
a no bond status.

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Woman Attacked By Own
Dog in Mechanicsville

A Mechanicsville woman was bit-
ten by one of her dogs the afternoon
of Nov. | at her residence on Jac-
queline Street, a recently released
recording of the 911 call to the St.
Mary’s County Emergency revealed.

The 75-year-old woman’s arm was
reportedly “hanging by a thread,”
the dispatcher on the call can be
heard saying, while an emergency
responder on the scene can be heard
saying that the dogs were not secure
and that they were still with the
victim.

The victim also said she could see
the bone, according to the recording.

“Both of the pit bulls have a good
amount of blood on their mouths,”
the responder said in the 911 call.

Soon after the emergency medi-
cal personnel were able to reach the
patient and call in a Maryland State
Police helicopter to evacuate the
victim to a nearby trauma center.

In the aftermath of the incident,
Steve Walker, director of the De-
partment of Emergency Services,
which oversees animal control op-

erations, said the dogs were con-
tained at the victim’s residence and
must be quarantined for the next
several days to ensure they were not
infected with rabies or otherwise
dangerous.

“The dogs are not at large,” Walk-
er said. “They are not a danger to
the community.”

Walker said the incident stemmed
from the two dogs being enclosed
together and getting in some kind of
fight over a stick; when the victim
tried to take the stick away, she was
bitten in the arm.

“It was not a mauling,” Walker
said, adding that medics reported
the woman’s injuries were not has
severe as she had first stated. “No
bone was observed; she was in a
panicked state.

“They flew her out because of her
age.”

The bite was a significant punc-
ture, however, Walker said, with tis-
sue extruded from the wound.

Walker said he did not expect the
dogs to be destroyed as a result of
the incident.

Commissioners Ask
Cable Providers for
Senior Friendly Options

Internet and cable television
service providers typically bundle
the two products but that often
drives costs upwards.

The Commissioners of St.
Mary’s County have asked the top
executives of both Atlantic Broad-
band and Comcast to consider
basic cable television options for
seniors who are on fixed incomes.

The commissioners sent letters
this week to Comcast CEO David
N. Watson and Atlantic Broad-
band Vice President of Product
and Programming Heather Mc-
Callion requesting their help.

“We found that some older
adults in our community, living
on a fixed income are seeking a
basic TV package to remain active
in our county,” the letter reads.
“While your organization offers
several robust TV packages with
extra perks and hundreds of chan-

nels, the cost of these offerings of-
ten exceeds what our seniors can
afford.”

An emerging technology known
as internet protocol television of-
fers viewing of preferred channels
but it requires an internet con-
nection; this bundling to be used
by the providers is likely to drive
costs up even further.

“As such, customers have no
option to receive this basic cable
TV service without also purchas-
ing a bundle internet package,”
the letter reads. “The Commis-
sioners of St. Mary’s County are
concerned that current customers
with ‘grandfathered’ basic cable
TV service will be compelled to
add an internet service package,
which would substantially in-
crease their monthly cable bill.”

The commissioners said a senior
citizens discount would eliminate
this problem.

Officials with the Maryland Department
of Transportation told local elected leaders
last week that they plan to complete traffic
upgrades on far flung portions of Route 5
by the summer of 2022.

The Commissioners of St. Mary’s
County received a presentation on trans-
portation priorities in Southern Maryland
at their Oct. 26 business meeting.

The first project, which has recently
drawn the ire of Leonardtown residents
and town government for work delays,
is the reconstruction project on Route 5
at the Abell Street and Moakley Street
intersections.

The project seeks to widen the intersec-
tion and add a left turn lane into MedStar
St. Mary’s Hospital; the aim is to reduce
congestion and increase traffic capacity

The state estimates the roadway sees
30,400 cars a day but that number is pro-
jected to increase to more than 38,000 in
2041.

Andre Futrell, deputy administrator for
District Operation with SHA, told com-
missioners regarding the Moakley Street
that: “we do believe by next summer that
job will be done.”

“We’re going to improve that route for bi-
cycles and pedestrians,” Futrell continued.

The second Route 5 project was in Point
Lookout.

“This is a big project where we will
help the traffic get in and out of the park,”
Futrell said, noting the Point Lookout proj-
ect should be completed by August.

The details of the project are to widen
Route 5 southward from Camp Brown to
Lake Conoy causeway — about 2.2 miles
— which will also help allow bicycle and

Double Murder Defendant
Still On House Arrest

A man accused of killing two peo-
ple in Charlotte Hall in July when he
crashed into their vehicle with his at
what authorities say was about 100
miles an hour remains out of local de-
tention following a Circuit Court hear-
ing Oct. 28.

Assistant State’s Attorney Laura
Caspar argued before Judge Michael J.
Stamm that Aleksander Ivanchev, 37,
of Lexington Park, should never have
been released from jail, even after be-
ing restricted to home detention with
constant court monitoring.

She failed, though, in getting Stamm
to revoke Ivanchev’s bond.

Judge David Densford, nearly a
month ago, had Ivanchev surrender his
driver’s license and passport at a late
September bond hearing where he al-
lowed the accused to be released on
house arrest to recover from the inju-
ries he sustained in the crash as well as
to prepare for his trial.

Though Ivanchev has a wife and chil-
dren here, he is a native of Bulgaria.

Since being placed on house arrest
he is forbidden from driving.

The deceased, Shawn Bailey and

Melody Russell,
were “incinerat-
ed,” according to
court documents
filed by pros-
ecutors, when Iv-
anchev’s vehicle
struck theirs at
the intersection
of Route 5 and
Golden  Beach

Road.

“I believe this was a suicide attempt,”
Caspar told The County Times of what
she argued in court last Thursday. “He
did not care who he took with him.”

Caspar argued that video footage
from surrounding vehicles and shops
showed Ivanchev ran at least two red
lights before colliding with the vehicle
carrying Bailey and Russell, who Cas-
par said were either the sixth or sev-
enth car through the intersection.

“That’s not an accident,” Caspar
said. “That was murder.”

Calls to Ivanchev’s attorney were
not returned as of press time; though
in court documents his defense counsel
has argued that the collision was the
result of an accident.

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Proposed Commissioner
Districts Go To Public

Hearing

Next week public hearings begin
on a new, proposed map that reshapes
the four county commissioner districts
based on new population increases re-
corded in the 2020 census.

But the new map has come under
criticism from one county commission-
er as well as a member of the redistrict-
ing committee that approved it recently
on a split vote.

Commissioner Mike Hewitt, who
represents District 2, now encompass-
ing Hollywood and Leonardtown drew
the ire of several other commissioners
when he spoke out against the proposed
map during the comment portion of
their Oct. 26 business meeting.

The new map greatly extends Dis-
trict 4 north, taking a significant piece
of District 2 on the east side of Route
235 and goes all the way up to abut Dis-
trict 3 in the northern most section of
the county.

District 3 also increases in size
southward, also taking up a significant
portion of District 2.

Conversely, District 2 also expands
to take California, which for the last 10
years has rested solely in District 4.

District 1, the southern-most dis-
trict, also takes a significant portion of
a western salient of District 4, Great
Mills.

The new map would effectively di-
vide communities such as Hollywood
and California.

“What they’ve gone and done, they’re
going to go ahead, in my opinion and
break up communities,” Hewitt said be-
fore bringing out a large poster board
of the proposed map to explain his po-
sition. “I’ve lived in the Leonardtown/
Hollywood district or 42 years and I'm
being redistricted into the Lexington
Park district.

“It’s not about me but it’s important
to understand what is behind these
kinds of thought processes.”

The row started shortly.

“I’d say this is inappropriate and
needs to be discussed by the com-
mission as this is political in nature,”
said Commissioner John O’Connor, as
Hewitt continued his explanation of
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what the proposed map would mean.

Commissioner  President  James
“Randy” Guy attempted to stop Hewitt.

“Commissioner Hewitt we’ve got a
redistricting board that’s is presenting
this throughout the county,” Guy said
as Hewitt continued.

“You can cut me off if you want to
but the point is it was a 3-2 vote, we
had a credibility issue if this was a fair
distribution for the population and the
truth is it wasn’t,” Hewitt retorted.

it’s unethical for you to discuss it in this
manner because you were affected by
redistricting,” O’Connor intoned.

Guy cut off the discussion shortly af-
ter O’Connor spoke.

The public hearings begin Nov. 8 at
the Valley Lee fire house, Nov. 10 at the
county Governmental Center, Nov. 16
at the Charlotte Hall Library, Nov. 18
at the Lexington Park Library and Nov.
23 at the St. Mary’s County Govern-
mental Center.

The 2021 Underground Railroad
Free Press Prize for Leadership
has been awarded to Historic Sot-
terley of Hollywood for its exem-
plary Common Ground Initiative
and Descendants Project that has
brought together Black and White
descendants of people who lived
at Sotterley Plantation in the era
of slavery.

Says Free Press publisher Peter
H. Michael, “With this initiative,
Historic Sotterley has become
an American trailblazer in racial
healing and understanding.” To
date more than 200 Sotterley de-
scendants of both races living in
thirty states and four countries
have self-identified. Several, both
Black and White, hold leadership
positions on Historic Sotterley’s
governing board of trustees. A full
calendar of public events closely
involves the descendants. In April
of 2017, Sotterley launched its De-
scendants Project when it dedicat-
ed its 1830s slave cabin exhibit to
the memory of Agnes Kane Cal-
lum, a Sotterley descendant and
board member emerita who de-
scended from an enslaved person
at Sotterley.

Dating from 1699, Historic Sot-
terley has been designated as a
National Historic Landmark, a
Middle Passage Port Markers Site,
a UNESCO Site of Memory for the
Slave Route Project, and has been
honored with numerous awards
such as a Maryland Sustainable
Growth Award and two Maryland
Preservation Awards.

Historic Sotterley has come far
since its designation 25 years ago
as one of the 11 Most Endangered
Historic Places in America by the
National Trust for Historic Pres-
ervation. At the time, a dedicated
board of trustees helped to save
Sotterley from being lost. Notable

were two special members: John
Hanson Briscoe, former Speaker
of the Maryland House of Del-
egates who was descended from
the last owner of enslaved persons
at Sotterley, and Agnes Kane Cal-
lum, respected genealogist and
historian, whose descendants were
enslaved by the Briscoes. These
remarkable individuals, who were
not only board colleagues but
friends, set the stage for the De-
scendant’s Project which would be
formalized two decades later.

Their children, Jan Briscoe and
Martin Callum, serve on the board
today along with three other Sot-
terley descendants. In a variety of
capacities, descendants are help-
ing to shape Sotterley’s future,
and they are modeling to our na-
tion how it is possible to come
together for understanding, dia-
logue, and healing.

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SMADC Announces Mini-Grant Program Funding

The Southern Maryland Ag-
ricultural Development Com-
mission (SMADC) is pleased to
announce the 9th Round of the
Southern Maryland Farmer Mini-
Grant Program.

SMADC will begin accept-
ing Mini-Grant applications on
November 1, 2021. The Mini-
Grant closes on January 1, 2022,
with awards announced by mid-
February, 2022.

The Mini-Grant program aligns
with SMADC’s mission ‘to sup-
port farms and the future of agri-
culture in Southern Maryland and
is designed to assist new and be-
ginning farmers who own or lease
existing agricultural properties
with small start-up projects, and
to assist experienced farmers who
are looking to diversify or expand
a current agriculture project. The
projects should be simple in scope
and must be successfully complet-
ed within one year.

SMADC awards will be up to
$2,000 per applicant and is a one-
to-one match by the farmer. A total
of $41,195 in funding is available.
However, it is anticipated that the
number of applicants may exceed

the amount of funding available,
therefore grant applications will
be ranked and awards may be less
than the requested amount.

Grant funds may be used for
equipment/services that help tran-
sition a farm’s sales strategy (such
as online sales, home delivery,
on-farm sales, etc.), for other proj-
ects that allow the farm business
to maintain and/or expand sales,
for the purchase of foundation
livestock, purchase of plant stock,
marketing and promotion of cur-
rent farm operation, new fencing,
hoop house, and materials needed
for value-added food production
and on-farm upgrades to enhance
food safety.

“In short, the Mini-Grant truly
set us up for success. We were
able to professionalize our opera-
tion, increase productivity, create
professional jars/labels, and have
stock on-hand and ready to go as
demand increased overnight," said
Kenna Pope Williams, a Round 5
grant recipient, "Our projections
for the business were greatly ex-
ceeded and our growth continues.
We are very grateful to the South-
ern Maryland Agricultural Devel-

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Gommunity Copes With Sudden Loss

If there was anything members
of the community of plain people
— the Mennonites and the Amish
— wish would change in the world
around them is how those who
drive motor vehicles share the
roads with those who ride in hors-
es and buggies and on bicycles.

The Mennonite community lost
one of their own tragically last
week when Ryan Cherrico, 31, of
Mechanicsville, allegedly plowed
into a horse and buggy operated by
Henry Stauffer, 65, of Loveville
while he was on the shoulder of
Loveville Road, killing him.

Cherrico, believed by police to
be under the influence of alcohol
and driving a stolen Chevrolet
pickup truck when he crossed the
center line of the road and struck
Stauffer, ran from the scene and
was finally captured Nov. 2 and
jailed in Leonardtown at the de-
tention center.

He has been charged with nu-
merous felony counts, including
negligent homicide while under
the influence and negligent man-
slaughter by vehicle.

Roger Zimmerman, a member
of the Mennonite community who
operates a bicycle shop, travels
the roads in Loveville as the other
members of his community do.

He said severe collisions involv-
ing the Mennonites and Amish
and motor vehicles are rare and
draw a great deal of attention, but
less severe incidents happen much
more often.

Zimmerman said he has had
many such encounters himself
while travelling on the shoulders
of the narrow, country roads in his

community.

“When I’'m biking to work and a
car is coming up behind me, I try
to listen if it’s changing speed,”
Zimmerman said. “If I hear it
changing [reducing] speed I know
they see me.”

If he doesn’t hear a change in
speed, he tries to evade the clos-
ing vehicle. So far he has mostly
been successful.

But he has still had close calls.

“There have been times when
a car mirror has almost hit me,”
Zimmerman told The County
Times. “I see them speeding up
to take a blind turn and I think
‘What’s the rush?’”

When drivers choose to take
a high-risk maneuver, such as a
blind turn where they can see per-
haps no more than 100 feet, Zim-
merman said, and a member of the
plain people is close by there may
be only two options.

“Either they risk a head on col-
lision or they have to swerve and
maybe hit one of us,” he said.

He warns his daughters to al-
ways be cautious on the roads;
many children and young people
among the plain people bike and
operate horses and buggies as well
as adults.

“When they hear a car coming, |
tell them to get as far off the road
as you can,” Zimmerman said. “It
was just about a month ago some-
body got hit a little bit; he was on
a horse.”

Though most close calls do not
escalate to full catastrophes, Zim-
merman said many drivers risk
tragedy for five to 10 seconds
shorter travel time.

He said many drivers might see
an Amish or Mennonite traveler,

but may not truly notice them.

“We’d appreciate it if they’d
slow down a bit,” Zimmerman
said. “We’re glad for the ones who
are a little overly careful.”

The Commissioners of St.
Mary’s County spoke out about
traffic collisions and fatalities
in general this week, expressing
their regrets over Stauffer’s tragic
death.

Another county resident Mervyn
Earl Hampton, 91, of Scotland was
killed when he apparently suffered
a medical problem and crashed
into a tree in Lexington Park.

“Every time you turn around
there is another traffic fatality in
the county,” said Commissioner
John O’Connor. “It doesn’t seem
where we go 30 days or more —
don’t hold me to this — without a
severe traffic accident or fatality.”

Commissioner Todd Morgan
lost his wife Maria to a devas-
tating traffic collision in which
she was hit by a distracted driver
coming through a red traffic light
years ago, not far from their home
in Lexington Park.

He has battled for years to find
ways to get local drivers to attenu-
ate their behavior on the roads; he
has even referred to county motor-
ists as mostly “not good drivers”
in testimony on traffic impacts for
certain proposed projects.

He said the death of Stauffer
brought up a deeply personal is-
sue for him.

“It’d be really nice if people
started paying attention, slowing
down and being courteous to oth-
ers,” Morgan said.

Commissioner Mike Hewitt
said he attended the viewing for
Stauffer, who was widely known in

the county regardless of the com-
munity affiliation due to his work
as the manager at the Loveville
Produce Auction, and said the
turnout to honor the deceased’s
memory was in the hundreds.

“There were buses from Penn-
sylvania, Ohio, New Jersey and
Kentucky,” Hewitt said. “It was a
wonderful thing to see, this trib-
ute to this man.

“It’s part of our culture [the
community of plain people] it’s
part of the rural character of St.
Mary’s County we enjoy.”

Zimmerman said he and many
others in their community were
shocked to hear of what happened
early that Oct. 27 morning.

He heard from a woman in his
community that “something ter-
rible had happened and that Henry
had been killed.”

Stauffer was often known by
only his first name or simply as

“Henry out in Loveville,” Zim-
merman said.
“Just hearing it like that... and

he’s gone,” Zimmerman said. “He
was here and then he wasn’t.

“It’s always a shock when some-
one goes like that.”

Stauffer, who also operated a
butcher shop for wild game taken
during the hunting season, was
going to work at the produce auc-
tion the morning he was killed
like he had each week for the past
16 years he helped to run it.

“How was he to know that was
what was going to happen that

morning?” Zimmerman asked.
“You’ll never know if he saw that
coming.”

The St. Mary’s County Health
Department (SMCHD) has updat-
ed the eligibility criteria for local
COVID-19 vaccine clinics to in-
clude children ages 5 through 11
years of age in accordance with
updated authorization from the
U.S. Food and Drug Administra-
tion and U.S. Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention.

The  Pfizer-BioNTech  CO-
VID-19 vaccine for children 5
through 11 years of age is admin-
istered as a two-dose primary se-
ries, 3 weeks apart, but is a lower
dose (10 micrograms) than that
used for individuals 12 years of
age and older (30 micrograms).
Please note: the Pfizer vaccine is
the only COVID-19 vaccine cur-
rently authorized for those under
the age of 18, and parental con-
sent is required.

“We have already seen strong
effectiveness of these vaccines in

preventing serious illness from
COVID-19 in those aged 12 and
older. People fully vaccinated also
have a lower likelihood of getting
infected and possible long-term
complications from COVID-19
illness,” said Dr. Meena Brewster,
St. Mary’s County Health Officer.
“The currently authorized CO-
VID-19 vaccine for children aged
5 - 11 years is %5 of the dose used
for ages 12 and older. We encour-
age parents to consider it in order
to protect their children.”

Over the summer, St. Mary’s College
of Maryland held its annual St. Mary’s
Undergraduate Research  Fellowship
(SURF) program, which provides stu-
dents opportunities to engage deeply in
independent research, laboratory and
creative work across disciplines, under
the guidance and with the expertise of
faculty mentors.

Now an alumnus, art major Eli Hill
21 worked with mentor Carrie Patter-
son, professor of art, on his SURF project
titled “Metropolis Scrolling.”

“For Eli’s project, I was on campus al-
most every day with him for six weeks.
I was watching and guiding how he set
things up, how he mixed paint, what size
brushes he used, how he stored paint,
how the light was projected, what the
ideas were, and finally helping set goals
that were possible to attain,” said Patter-
son. “Originally the goal was to complete
25 small works on paper, and 10 large-
scale paintings, but we had to adjust - in
terms of expectations - to 20 works on
paper and six large-scale paintings.”

That body of work created during
SURF is now on display in the Col-
lege’s Dwight Frederic Boyden Gallery
and Collection through November 20,
2021, in the exhibition titled “Metropo-
lis Scrolling with Eli Hill.” According
to Patterson, “Part of what he did during
SURF was apply for two solo shows.”

Hill’s Boyden Gallery exhibition incor-
porates in-process video projection with
music he selected. Using a plethora of
media, Hill translates his experience as a
young Black man raised in Washington,
D.C., into imagery and sound. Relying on
personal, distinct symbolism, he weaves
a non-linear story of joy, chaos, resolve
and determination. This story captures
mundane imagery and pop culture refer-
ences to highlight humor, absurdity and
survival through gesture, marking, color,
symbolic representation and scale.

Continued Patterson, “The Boyden
Gallery experience was such a gift and
opportunity provided by Boyden Gallery
Director Erin Peters. The art department
is grateful for her showcasing one of our
recent grads and also Eli is grateful for
the professional opportunity.”

This was Hill’s first exhibition and first
time really showing others his artwork,
saying he typically doesn’t share his
work. Hill said it was “cool seeing and

hearing people’s interpretations of my
work.”

Hill was grateful for the SURF oppor-
tunity and especially grateful for Patter-
son, for helping him through the entire
process. Hill said he was appreciative of
Peters not just coming out to see his work
but noticing that it was something that
needed sharing.

“I was thrilled to see Eli develop as
a student artist in submissions to two
years of the annual all-student show
and the Studio Art Capstone exhibition.
From seeing his work in these contexts,
Eli’s maturity, intellectualism, and ar-
tistic potential was evident,” said Peters.
“This became exceptionally clear when
Carrie and Eli invited me to see the first
four large-scale paintings of Metropolis
Scrolling in the art studios in summer
2021 - I was struck, and knew the whole
body of work would be artistically intri-
cate and conceptually complex. I am con-
tinually intrigued by Eli’s use of media
that are not immediately evident to create
a processual body of work.”

According to Peters, there were addi-
tional reasons Hill’s work was chosen as
the primary exhibition for the fall 2021
semester. “I wanted to showcase that
we are updating our mission and vision
as the public gallery to expand creative
and underrepresented voices — towards
this aim, Eli is a recent graduate — recent
graduates are rarely represented with
solo exhibitions — who was a commuter
and a transfer student. Commuting and
transfer students are also underrepre-
sented at SMCM and other tradition-
ally residential colleges and universities.
Most importantly, it is especially impor-
tant to add Eli’s voice as a person of color
to those long present in the contemporary
art community of Southern Maryland.”

SURF is made possible by generous
support from the Office of the Provost,
St. Mary’s Foundation and other internal
funding at St. Mary’s College, in addi-
tion to Dominion Energy Inc. The Boy-
den Gallery and Collection is supported
in part by the Maryland State Arts Coun-
cil (msac.org).

Catfishing in the Potomac above
St, George Island is very good
for bait fishing using cut alewife
and mud shad.

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Timeline, Discharge Details for Service Members
Refusing COVID-19 Vaccine Announced

With COVID-19 vaccines now
mandatory for all military mem-
bers, the Navy has announced
plans to start processing for dis-
charge those who refuse vacci-
nation without a pending or ap-
proved exemption.

The Navy’s mandate began at
the end of August after the release
of the Secretary of Defense memo
instructing military departments
to enact the new vaccination re-
quirement for DoD uniformed
personnel who are not medically
or administratively exempt. With
the release of ALNAV 062/21 and
NAVADMIN 190/21, all service
members were given 90 days to
comply.

Now, NAVADMIN 225/21, re-
leased Oct. 13, sets a deadline for
all active-duty Sailors to be ful-
ly vaccinated by Nov. 28, while
those in the selected reserve have
until Dec. 28. The message also
outlines the consequences for fail-
ing to comply.

This deadline makes Nov. 14
and Dec. 14 the final days active
and selected reserve, respectively,
can receive the second of the two
required shots for a two-dose vac-
cine or the single dose of a one-
dose vaccine, and complete the
14-day waiting period required to
achieve full vaccination.

Sailors must be prepared to ex-
ecute their mission at all times,
in places throughout the world,
including where vaccination rates
are low and disease transmission
is high. Immunizations are of
paramount importance to protect-
ing the health of the force and the
warfighting readiness of the Fleet.

“To date, over 98% of active-
duty U.S. Navy service members
have met our readiness responsi-
bility by completing or initiating a
COVID-19 vaccination series, en-
suring the continued readiness of
our worldwide deployable Navy”
said Adm. William Lescher, Vice
Chief of Naval Operations, in the
message.

The Navy’s policy goal is to
achieve a fully vaccinated force
against the persistent and lethal
threat of COVID-19.

“Tragically, there have been 164

deaths within the Navy family due
to COVID-19, far exceeding the
combined total of all other health
or mishap related injuries and
deaths over the same time period,”
wrote Vice Adm. John B. Nowell,
Jr., the Chief of Naval Personnel.
Of those, he noted, 144 were not
immunized. The vaccination sta-
tus of the remaining 20 remains
undetermined.

To oversee the administrative
discharge process for those refus-
ing the vaccine, the Navy estab-
lished the COVID Consolidated
Disposition Authority (CCDA).
This, Lescher wrote, will “ensure
a fair and consistent process” for
separation determinations.

The Chief of Naval Personnel
(CNP) is the CCDA for the ad-
ministrative separation process-
ing of Navy service members,
with the Chief of Navy Reserve
(CNR) providing support to the
CCDA for cases involving Navy
service members in the Selected
Reserve. The Vice Chief of Na-
val Operations retains authority
for non-judicial punishment and
courts-martial.

Administrative actions may
begin as soon as a Navy service
member meets the definition of
“refusing the vaccine”, which is
a Navy service member who re-
ceived a lawful order to be fully
vaccinated against COVID-19, is
not or will not be fully vaccinated
on the date required by the order,
and does not have a pending or ap-
proved exemption request.
Effective immediately upon the

release of the message, commands
shall not allow Sailors refusing the
vaccine to promote or advance, re-
enlist, or execute orders, with the
exception of separation orders,
until the CCDA has completed
disposition of their case. Transfer
orders may be cancelled by Navy
Personnel Command.

For officers and enlisted serving
in Navy leadership roles refusing
the vaccine, they will be notified
immediately in writing that they
have five days to either begin a
vaccination series or request an
exemption before being relieved
and have detachment for cause
initiated.

Senior leaders are members of
command triads and those key
staff positions, including any flag
officer or flag officer select, re-
gardless of their current billet. A
complete list of these positions is
found in the message.

With COVID-19 vaccination
now mandatory, commanders,
commanding officers, or officers
in charge, with the concurrence of
the first flag officer in the chain
of command, are authorized to
temporarily reassign Navy ser-
vice members who refuse the
COVID-19 vaccine, regardless of
exemption status, based on op-

erational readiness or mission
requirements.
Commanding officers must

identify those refusing the vaccine
and verify that the Sailors have
an initial counseling NAVPERS
1070/13, or “Page 13.” Within 30
days of a Navy service member re-

fusing the vaccine, reporting se-
niors must submit a special evalu-
ation or fitness report. In addition
to documenting failure to comply
with individual medical readiness
responsibilities, the report shall
document other facts as appropri-
ate, including any misconduct re-
lated to UCMJ Art. 92.

Commands are required to re-
port Sailors refusing the vaccine
to Commander, Navy Personnel
Command. Rules differ depend-
ing on whether the member is an
E-6 and above or officer, or an
E-5 and below. Information on re-
porting procedures for each, along
with points of contact, are avail-
able in the NAVADMIN.

For Navy service members re-
fusing the wvaccine, the CCDA
also retains the authority for ad-
ministrative processes regarding
removal of warfare qualifications,

additional qualification desig-
nations (AQD), Navy Enlisted
Classifications (NEC), or sub-

specialties, except in cases where
removal authority is otherwise
authorized by law or Executive
Order. The CCDA may also seek
recoupment of applicable bonuses,
special and incentive pays, and
the cost of training and education
for service members refusing the
vaccine.

Those separated only for vac-
cine refusal will receive no lower
than a general discharge under
honorable conditions. This type of
discharge could result in the loss
of some veterans’ benefits.

Navy service members who
started terminal leave on or be-
fore the applicable deadlines are
administratively exempted from
vaccine requirements.

Sailors seeking an exemption to
the vaccine mandate can apply for
medical reasons or a religious ac-
commodation. Details on how to
apply for each are available in NA-
VADMIN 190/21.

Complete information on the
administrative ramifications of
vaccine refusal can be found in
NAVADMIN 225/21. Information
on the Navy’s COVID-19 policy is
in ALNAV 062/21 and NAVAD-
MIN 190/21.

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Straight Talk on Straight Teeth

Orthodontic braces and clear
aligners such as Invisalign® are
not just for straightening teeth
and making your smile look bet-
ter.
