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School Board Gets Pushback on Library, Sex
Ed Proposals

Calvert County Board of Education
member Jana Post’s proposal for changes
in the review of school library materials has
received significant pushback, with the ideas
being criticized at the May 25 school board
meeting. Speakers included teachers, librar-
ians, and parents.

Calvert Middle School Librarian Jane
Embrey quoted Debra Caldwell Stone,
the director of the American Library
Association Office for Intellectual Freedom,
about “self-appointed book police.” She
said, “Each attempt to ban a book by one
of these groups represents a direct attack
on everyone’s constitutionally protected
right to freely choose what books to read
and what ideas to explore. One of the best
ways to attempt to sway a group is manipu-
lating accepted expertise and data to appear
supportive of your viewpoint. The policy
update is very good example.”

Tim Sinclair, a Northern H.S. teacher
but speaking as a parent, said, “Books have
power because they allow us to experience
people’s stories.”

Sinclair said he has been involved in a
project called “Restoring” with the Reginald
Lewis Museum of Maryland African
American History and Culture.

He explained, “The idea of this Restoring
project is to bring back the perspectives
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and experiences of groups
of people whose stories
have been stripped
away. When we
allow dominant nar-
ratives to remove
the complete story
of people from the
conversation, we
erase the people
as well,” he said,
adding, “Stories
allow us access to
things we’ll never be
fortunate enough to expe-
rience on our own.”

He noted, “They also help us
understand and sympathize with things
experienced by those who are less fortu-
nate than us. We learn from stories how to
have compassion for those whose lives are
so different from ours, instead of only focus-
ing on people just like us and never reaching
outside our own backyards.”

Sinclair said of Post’s proposal, “Can
we drop the pretense that it’s about cura-
tion? Curation is about access and pres-
ervation. This is about removal, plain and
simple. In fact, [ want to go a step further
and say the policy as drafted is utter non-
sense that obfuscates censorship in a cloud
of reasonableness.”

“It is the least pleasant of ironies that
many of the people who speak so much
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about the freedoms our
country was founded
on also fight so hard
to strip them away
if they don’t agree
with them,”

Sinclair said.

Natalie Geiger,
an English teacher,
said, “The roots
of these changes

could impact access
to books that make
a library a home for
every student. Librarians
and media specialists work
hard to make sure library collec-
tions are adequate for their schools, includ-
ing appropriate age range for the students at
their school. Creating various committees
that will cost significant time and money for
a job that library media specialists are highly
qualified for and already do every day.”

She said, “As for the high school policy
in the curation and management of sexually
explicit library materials, the policy of lock-
ing up these books and requiring parental
permission creates unnecessary restriction
of these books. Based on this policy, the
school could be locking up and essentially
censoring literary works from Chaucer,
Shakespeare, and the Bible.”

Geiger said on the proposed changes,
“They also minimize the carefully con-
structed ideas by professionals who special-
ize in the library sciences. In fact, Calvert
County librarians were recognized in 2021
with the National School Library of the Year
Award for their inclusive library curation
efforts in the county.”

Amanda Poland McGrath, a teacher
and a parent, said, “About four years ago
I was interested in the anti-racism policy
we developed. I was glad to see progress in
the area where I grew up and more accep-
tance of the LBGTQ community, and yet
the backlash since then has been hateful
and overwhelming and we’re seeing it in
the library now.”

Anne Jones, a librarian at Windy Hill
Middle School, said the current library
policy “has served librarians and our pro-
grams well. It is fair, all encompassing, and
effective.”

Mark Taeschner, a librarian for 27 years,
said, “The selection of books for a library

requires expertise and knowledge about
literature in various subject areas. In addi-
tion to the science, history, and education
courses I took as an undergrad as part of my
coursework, while getting my master’s in
library science in New York I was required
to take multiple courses in children’s liter-
ature, young adult literature and collection
development. If a community board were
to take over the book selection process,
they almost certainly would not have the
same level of expertise and knowledge.
This could limit the diversity and inclusiv-
ity of the library’s collection as stated by
the American Library Association in their
freedom to read statement.”

The proposed changes did get the support
of Joshua Johnson, who asked that young
people leave the room while he gave his
graphic presentation. He said, “What this
is about is books that are talking about anal
penetration, playful anal penetration,” add-
ing, “This is what Calvert County citizens
do not appreciate.”

Post said of her proposals, “There are no
smoking guns, no secrets. I am looking for
what’s best for the school system as a whole.”

The policy changes for library material
selection and sex education proposed by
Post are under a 30-day public comment ad
will be reviewed in June by the board, as are
changes proposed by Board President Inez
Claggett for the dress code, which puts less
emphasis on what is worn and more empha-
sis on what the garment covers.

During the board’s May 25 meeting,
Krystal Arthur, a teacher, said the dress code
policy change is intended so “teachers can
focus on teaching without the additional
and often uncomfortable burden of dress
code enforcement. However, by using the
wording, as long as students face and ears
are visible and the student’s identity is not
concealed, it puts us back into the position
of the enforcer. We all know that if a stu-
dent wears a hood, even with ears exposed
from the backside we cannot identify stu-
dents. And the same goes with wearing a
hat. Hoods eventually slip over the face; hats
get pulled down so that teachers in the hall-
way have no way of redirecting or reporting
inappropriate behavior because we cannot
identify the students.”

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John Allen: Back to Teaching and Now
‘Teacher of the Year’

When John Allen started teaching at
New Trier High School in Winnetka, IL in
1964, little did he know that most of his
career would be spent outside the classroom
and that almost 60 years later he would be
named Calvert County Teacher of the Year.

Allen told The County Times, “I was a
teacher straight out of college. I went to
graduate school. [ wanted to be a teacher. |
thought I’d end up going into school admin-
istration. So, I got a master’s degree in
teaching and education, and then I taught out
in the Chicago suburbs for four years at that
time. And then I got drawn into the field of
film production, and video. Our school that
was at installed one of the country’s earliest
instructional TV systems. And I spent some
time working with that and helping teachers
develop lesson plans to take advantage of
the closed-circuit system. And liked it so
much that I went back to get another mas-
ter’s degree in radio, TV, and film, and had
a career in that.”

Allen grew up in Vermont and received
his bachelor’s degree in English from
Dartmouth College, Master of Arts in
Teaching from Wesleyan University,
and MA in Radio, TV, and Film from
Northwestern University.

He entered the world of documentary film
production with the national headquarters
of the American Red Cross and in 1980,
established his own documentary and edu-
cational film production company, Signature
Communications, which was located for
many years in Huntingtown.

Allen explained that as a documen-
tary filmmaker, he “travelled extensively
throughout the United States, and to such
far flung places as Chile, New Zealand,
Dominican Republic, Kyrgyzstan and the
South Pole.”

But Allen said, “I never felt that I ever left
‘teaching,” since making documentaries was
just teaching in another form, but where I
was not in a classroom.”

With the decision to retire from his busi-
ness, he said, “I’m not a retiring kind of
person, and it just seemed that maybe going

back to the classroom would be a fun thing
to do. So, now I’ve had four years here in
Huntingtown High School and taught in a
classroom, teaching in a total of eight years.”

At Huntingtown H.S. Allen teaches film,
journalism, and broadcasting. He is a stu-
dent mentor, member of the Equity Team
and advisor to the school newspaper. “I am
a strong believer in getting to know one’s
students personally and teaching to the
strengths and needs of each individual. I
also believe in the value of engaging stu-
dents with the local and world community
of which they are a part and which they will
help to shape in the future,” he said in a
release from the school system.

“It was a total surprise,” Allen said
about the announcement he was this year’s
Teacher of the Year. “I had no idea. My prin-
cipal planned a meeting with my classes,
as a decoy event for me to go to. And Dr.
Townsel (school superintendent) was there,
and a lot of folks from central office. I had
been named teacher of the year of my
school, which is also a pleasant surprise,
but I had no idea that the county award was
coming along.”

He teaches several classes. “There is an
introduction to journalism where we really
start and look at the history of journalism
and the constitutional right to free speech
and a free press. Kids need to understand
those kinds of roots.”

There’s also a writing class, “learning
how to express yourself well, learning the
kinds of things that need to go into a news
article, to communicate events. And I really
try to emphasize that what they’re doing for
their readers is showing them events and
experiences as much as telling them about
it in a way that brings the readers into those
experiences that you’re writing about.”

Allen explained, “Right now, my class
is working on some personal documenta-
ries that they’re making, but after that, the
next step if they want to pursue journalism
is they can choose a couple of courses that
are focused on newspaper journalism and
another couple focused on broadcast jour-
nalism. So, they can go in either direction,
electronic journalism making documenta-
ries, doing news reports.”

He observed, “When
I came to Huntingtown
four years ago, they
had no school news-
paper. They had a nice
broadcast studio, but no
production program for
that. So, with our first
class of students, we
started a school news-
paper. It’s digital, it’s
online, so it’s an outlet
for us to put the vid-
eos that our broadcast
production class makes
within the newspaper as
a way to distribute it so
they can go in either
direction.”

There are similari-
ties. “The writing part
is key in terms of no
matter what direction
you’re going, is just
knowing how to express yourself clearly
and well, then of course, we branch out into
how you do that visually and maybe don’t
need to use as many words.”

At Huntingtown, he said, “We have a nice
school. It has been really good in terms of
giving us access to the technology that we
need for that. When the school was built,
they built a studio there for video, for tele-
vision. It has been used occasionally, but
when I came there four years ago, it had
been turned back into a classroom and was
not used. So, we’ve got some cameras that
have been acquired over the years. They’re
not necessarily up to date, but they’re good.
They work well.”

With all the debate about fake news and
advocacy journalism, Allen was asked how
students entering his courses view the pro-
fession. He said, “The kids come into these
classes, number one, because they’re elec-
tives, and so they’re not being forced to take
them. They chose them because they like
writing and journalism. I’ve run into some
kids who come from backgrounds that may
have a certain religious or political ground-
ing, but we talk a lot about how, unless
you’re writing an editorial of some kind, to
get beyond your personal beliefs and be bal-
anced, to make sure that when we’re learn-
ing to do interviews, we find people on both
sides of an issue.”

As to getting back to the classroom after
such a lapse in time, he said, “It’s a little dif-
ferent, but I really do enjoy being with stu-
dents. I think in Calvert County the majority
of students are interested in learning. Not
all of them, but it’s a different culture. We
were more careful about our time. School
can eat up your time a lot as a teacher, but [
learned that in business, you had to do what
you had to do, and you don’t keep track of
your hours. You just get it done.”

At Huntingtown, he said, “It’s a very
collaborative place where teachers work
together and support each other. We try to
build that same kind of collaborative feeling
in the classroom.”

He added, “One of the things I teach
within these journalism classes, which

exists in the real world that I was working
in, is the idea of collaboration. You can’t
make a video without teamwork. And even
in writing articles, maybe one person does
the writing, but you work with other people,
you learn to get along with other people. You
learn how to reach out to people within the
community or within the school to get more
details for your story.”

Allen feels his work during the pan-
demic in improving internal communica-
tion may have contributed to his selection
as teacher of the year. “When we weren’t
at the school, keeping people in touch with
each other was a huge challenge,” he said,
adding “so we developed a lot of programs
that went out to a lot of families watching as
well as students. We had teachers coming on
and talking about what they were doing for
themselves during covid, or how they were
staying healthy, or how they were staving
off mental stress, and sharing those things.
And students did the same.”

According to the CCPS release, “Active in
the community as well, John is a member of
the Board of Directors of CAASA (Calvert
Alliance Against Substance Abuse) and
President of the Men’s Titanic Society, an
association of Washington area journalists.”

“Our staff at Calvert County Public
Schools is the best and our 2023 Employees
of the Year represent the best of the best,”
stated Superintendent Dr. Townsel. “It is an
honor to work every day alongside our ded-
icated, hardworking staff who wholeheart-
edly support our students.”

Allen and other teachers and support
personnel from each school were hon-
ored by the superintendent, Calvert Board
of Education, the Calvert County School
Foundation, and other special guests at a
dinner held at the Calvert Marine Museum.

He and the teachers of the year from the
other 23 school districts were honored by
the Maryland State Board of Education on
May 23.

Allen will be vying for Maryland Teacher
of the Year, to be announced in the fall.

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School Support Staff
Pay Study Approved

The Calvert County Board of Education
has unanimously approved awarding a bid for
a compensation study of their support staff.

The bid award at the board’s May 25
meeting was to Experience Management
Institute for $114,150.

According to Chief Operations Officer
Tony Navarro, monies for the study will
not come from the school system’s gen-
eral fund, but instead from a Maryland
Association of Boards of Education
(MABE) Rate Stabilization Fund.

Navarro explained, “(Calvert County
Public Schools) CPS and the pool of school
systems for the property and casualty lia-
bility insurance receives reconciliation
payments and the balance grows. The rate
stabilization is held by MABE, and we
can access the fund twice a year and use
this funding at our discretion. As this is
an important project, we chose to use this
source of funding.”

“The scope of work includes conducting
a market pay rate analysis, and review and
recommend refinements to job descriptions.
And those are two of the overall delivera-
bles. But overall, there are 22 deliverables
for this study,” Navarro explained.

Navarro said that the rationale for the
study was to “improve internal pay equity
within CCPS (Calvert County Public
Schools) to attain or maintain external
equity pay and competitiveness with other
school districts and other employees. And
overall to help CCPS determine competitive
pay rates to enable us to recruit and retain
highly qual high quality support staff.”

School board member Dawn Balinski

asked, “When we set our rates for our
employees, we knew what we were paying
everyone in the system, but I guess we need
to double check that? I understand compet-
itiveness, so we definitely want to make
sure that we are competitive and that there’s
stuff out there that’s happening that we may
not be aware of. but external equity, I'm
a little confused what you mean by that.”

Navarro responded, “People in simi-
lar position, it could be other school sys-
tems. I would compare to Charles and St.
Mary’s and other school systems like us.”
Job descriptions are compared with other
school systems, he added.

He said the study was prompted by “an
internal team that works with positions
and pay scales and in discussions feels
that this is the appropriate thing to do.
We’ve noted there could be some inequi-
ties within our school system in terms of
pay rates and it’s time to do an analysis
and collect information.”

The school board, supported by the
county commissioners, pressed this year
to give support staff comparable raises to
those mandated for teachers by the state’s
Blueprint education reform.

During the May 25 public forum, Joseph
Cormier, a special education advocate and
school system employee, said, “We had to
build a system in this county where teachers
are supported from front office secretaries,
building service workers, cafeteria staff,
instructional assistants, human resources,
bus drivers, bus aides, and more. Our amaz-
ing teachers could not do the things they do
without the support of support staff.”

Are your goals ‘must
have’ or ‘nice to have'?

Like everyone, you may have a lot of financial goals. But are they all of
equal importance? Probably not. And do they share a similar timeline? Again,
it’s unlikely. So, your first step may be to prioritize your goals — and then
follow a process that can help you achieve them.

This process should include the following steps:

o Identify your goals as “must have” or “nice to have.” Making sure you
can retire comfortably and won’t outlive your resources is a “must have”
goal. For this goal, you can’t compromise — you need to be certain of
achieving it, or at least as certain as possible. But if you want to someday
own a vacation home by the beach, and you can’t ever quite afford it, you
might find an acceptable substitute, such as renting. So, it seems fair to
say that achieving this goal would be “nice to have.”

 Prioritize your investment dollars. Unless you have unlimited sums to
invest — and very few of us have that luxury — you’ll probably need to
prioritize where your investment dollars are going. For your main “must
have” goal — retirement — you’ll be helped by the ability to automati-
cally invest through your 401(k) or other employer-sponsored retirement
plan. If you’re on track toward this goal, and you budget carefully and
potentially receive salary increases over the years, you may also find
space to keep contributing toward the “nice to have” goals.

e Put “price tags” on your goals. You need to know what your goals will
cost. Of course, you may need to estimate the costs for some goals based
on different factors. For example, when you think about your goal of
retiring comfortably without outliving your money, you’ll need to con-
sider some key questions, including these: When do you want to retire?
What sort of retirement lifestyle do you envision? Do you see yourself
downsizing your living arrangements? For other goals, though, such as
purchasing a vacation home, you could get more specific on how much
money you’ll need.

* Follow an appropriate strategy. The nature of your goals, and their esti-
mated cost, along with your appetite for risk, should drive your investment
strategy — but another key factor is time. So, for a long-term goal like
retirement, you’ll likely need a reasonable amount of quality growth-ori-
ented investments in your portfolio. While these investments — such
as stocks and stock-based mutual funds — will fluctuate in value over
shorter periods of time, your hope is that, over several decades, they will
ultimately provide the growth you need to meet your retirement goal.
However, to achieve a goal you want to meet in a year or so — perhaps
you’re paying for a wedding or planning a long vacation — you may
want to consider more stable investments, such as certificates of deposit
(CDs), short-term bonds or even cash or cash equivalents. They may not
provide much in the way of growth, but you can essentially count on
them to provide the amount you need when you need it. You’ll need to
regularly review the performance of your investment strategy for each
goal to assess your progress.

Achieving any goals — whether they’re “must have” or “nice to have” — can
be challenging. But by identifying and prioritizing these goals, following an
appropriate strategy to meet them, and consistently reviewing your approach,
you can help yourself get to where you want to go.

Mike continued to serve Marine Aviation
from 1998 — 2010 as Vice President of
Business Development for Rolls Royce
(Patuxent River Office). In that capacity,
he supported the full product line of Rolls
Royce military engine products. Also in that
role, he performed leadership and mentoring
roles which were instrumental in the techni-
cal development of the vertical lift system
for the successful production and mainte-
nance of the Joint Strike Fighter.

Michael fully retired in 2010 to become
a full-time outdoorsman! Throughout his
Military/Civilian career, he continued his
love and pursuit of the great outdoors by
hunting and fishing, to include trips to
Colorado and Alaska to hunt and fly fish
with his best friend and Marine brother,
John Bioty. His Zoology degree and inter-
est in nature shaped him into a local expert
to others. Mike perfected the true artistry of
fly tying for fly fishing. He was personally
requested on charter fishing trips with his
friend, Captain Pete Dahlberg.

During his combat tour in Da Nang,
Vietnam, Michael and his squadron were
exposed to Agent Orange. Once diagnosed
with non-Hodgkins lymphoma, he enrolled
in a trial program at the National Institutes
of Health (NIH) as a “patient zero” for
experimental treatment. As one of only
two patients who survived the initial trial,
he paved the way for NIH to further develop
the trial into a successful treatment used to
this day, now resulting in a five-year US sur-
vival rate of 71%. His involvement in these
clinical trials were in essence an extension
of his military combat service.

Mike continued to thrive through 30+
years of intermittent chemo and a success-
ful stem cell transplant. The stem cell trans-
plant was successful in curing lymphoma.
However, the many years of chemotherapy
eventually led to a fatal case of leukemia. His
experience with cancer motivated his interest

in helping others to navigate their treatments.
He was always supportive and openly shared
his vast knowledge, advice and compassion.
He was a member, volunteer and Guide for
“Project Healing Waters Fly Fishing, Inc”,
a non-profit organization that is dedicated
to the physical and emotional rehabilitation
of disabled active duty military service per-
sonnel and disabled veterans. He was also
a member, volunteer and Guide for “Reel
Recovery”, a non-profit organization that
conducts free fly fishing retreats for men
living with all forms of cancer.

On April 27, 2023 Michael received
the Marine Corps Aviation Association
(MCAA) John Glenn Squadron’s inau-
gural Lifetime Achievement Award. In
the future, this award will be presented as
the “Colonel Michael A. Nyalko Lifetime
Achievement Award”. The MCAA enthu-
siastically embraced “Iron Mike” Nyalko
as their first recipient.

Michael was earmarked as a very special-
ized, skilled and recognized leader - a one-
of-a-kind throughout his life. He was simply
a personal and professional role model in
every respect to those lucky enough to have
served with him or who just knew him as a
friend....for his earned friendship is price-
less! Michael truly lived his life to the full-
est. He will be remembered by generations
for the gifts he left behind for all of us. He
taught us how to live our lives with love,
respect and humility to become better per-
sons...and he taught us to have the courage
to die with grace and dignity.

He is survived by his wife Lisa, his son
Michael J. and wife Rebekah, his grandsons
Michael B. and Nathan, his sister Nancy Guzy,
his niece Michelle and husband, Art White, his
nephew Steven and Jeanne Marie Guzy, his
sister-in-law Teri and husband, Bob McLeod,
nephew Patrick McLeod, niece Kimberly
McLeod and husband Kevin Faust and a lov-
ing mother-in-law Ruthann Pfanneschlag.

The family will receive friends for
Michael’s Life Celebration on Thursday,
June 1, 2023 from 5:00 to 7:00 p.m. with
a prayer service at 7:00 p.m., at Brinsfield
Funeral Home, P.A., 22955 Hollywood
Road, Leonardtown, MD 20650.

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Esperanza Middle School Has St. Mary'’s
Teacher of the Year

Armed with a love of English literature
and grammar and a desire to help young
people, Alisha Swann set out eight years ago
to become a teacher in St. Mary’s County
Public Schools.

Now, at 29 years old, she is St. Mary’s
County’s Teacher of the Year.

Her teaching career has focused solely on
teaching English language arts to 8" graders
at Esperanza Middle School.

It’s a time when students face taking the
next big step in their education to high school.

Swann said she takes her role in that crit-
ical time of change seriously.

“I’m able to help them get acclimated
whether they’re going into honors English
or on-grade level English in high school,”
Swann said. “English literature, the English
language; that’s what I love.”

She has five classes that she teaches, three
accelerated, one gifted-and-talented and one
on-grade level.

She teaches roughly 120 students and is
happy to call Esperanza Middle her school
home.

A Prince George’s County native, she

graduated from a Christian school in Upper
Marlboro before moving on to Elmira
College in up-state New York; she now
holds a Master’s Degree, which makes her
a valuable state-certified teacher.

They are the kind the county school sys-
tem, like so many other in Maryland, need
to fill classroom vacancies.

When she applied for a teaching position
with the county, she was quickly guaranteed
a place but had interviews with principals
throughout the system to see where she
would best fit in.

The senior decision makers felt that
Esperanza was where she could make the
best impact and she seems to agree.

“I was excited about it,” Swann said of
getting hired nearly a decade ago. “I was
an early hire.

“I’ve enjoyed it here.”

At just 4-feet, 11-inches tall, Swann is
petite but very positive, kind and outgoing.

Her personality, influenced by her
Christian upbringing — her father is a
church pastor who also worked as a tele-
communications engineer — often brings
greetings her way from teachers and stu-
dents alike as they pass by her in the halls
at Esperanza.

“Love you, too!” she often
responds to her admirers.

She looks up to many of
the teachers around her who
have either been in the sys-
tem longer than her and have
achieved much; some of them
nominated her for the honor
of being teacher of the year.
“I was excited and shocked at
the same time,” Swann said
when she learned of the award.
“It’s a huge honor.

“We have so many amazing
teachers in our county.”

And a teacher is all Swann
has ever wanted to be, even
from the nearly unbelievable
age of just 4 years old.

She remembers asking a
teacher at that early age to help
her write a letter and from that
moment on that was all she
could think about becoming —
someone who was an educator

and could help people grow.

“I want to help students do
that,” Swann said.

While the English language
and literature is what she loves
she said she would put the same
passion into teaching lessons on
something like social studies.

“What I love most is teach-
ing students... helping them
get from one level to the next,”
Swann said.

Sometimes that progress
goes beyond the academic, she
said. Sometimes that means
helping students advance
behaviorally and socially, help-
ing build their confidence and
coping skills.

“Maybe they were making
‘D’s and now they’re making
‘C’s,” Swann said. “That’s
progress.”

She finds that being kind to
students and teachers alike has
won her not only respect but
love from those around her.

She said students have
refrained from bad behavior in
her classroom because they did
not want to disappoint her.

“My kindness, I think that
works to my advantage,”
Swann said. “If I do have to
raise my voice, they know...”

Swann said she wanted stu-
dents to learn that education
was more than teaching them
skills but helping them to grow
as people.

“They’re the next genera-
tion,” Swann said. “But they’re
also human beings. [ want them
to see the better version of
themselves... that they don’t
have to settle.”

Swann said she has several

possible paths ahead of her in her career,
perhaps moving on to a professorship
somewhere or staying and helping and
continuing to teach young people in their
formative years, but she said she always
wants to be involved in education no matter
what she does.

“I’m always asking God, “What do I do
next year?’” she said. “Whatever God wants
me to do, I’'ll do.

“As long as I’'m working in education.”

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Fight Over Septic System at Pot Farm

Continues

The owners of the large, industrial medi-
cal cannabis farm located on Abell Road in
Avenue lost their bid last week to have an
appeal filed against their operations there
thrown out by the county Board of Appeals.

They must now submit to an evidentiary
hearing before the zoning appeals board on
June 8 to make the case that they should
be allowed to expand the septic system
that serves the 52,000 square-foot grow-
ing facility.

The vote on whether to dismiss the appeal
was split 3-to-2 in favor of proceeding with
the appeal against the facility.

In their argument against dismissing
their case, the citizen appellants argue that
then-land use director Bill Hunt approved
a building permit in 2021 for the facility
that would bring in 20 employees to work
on 800 medical cannabis plants; but the
county subsequently passed zoning laws
that restricted such operations in the rural
preservation district.

The Commissioners of St. Mary’s County
did this in response to community uproar
about such a large project in an environ-
mentally sensitive area with no public com-
munity input.

These new zoning regulations made the

cannabis farm a legal, non-conforming use.

But the owner of the facility, 7 Points
Agro, owned by Blue Griz, LLC, would
soon offer an amended site plan that brought
the facility to more than 70 employees tend-
ing to 23,000 cannabis plants.

The appellants argue that the amended
site plan improperly authorized the expan-
sion of that non-conforming use that exceeds
the limits of the zoning ordinance.

The county approved this amended site
plan that would increase the intensity of the
operations at the cannabis farm in October
of 2022, the appellants filed their case the
following month.

The site owner contend that the appeals
board does not have the authority to deal
with septic system approvals; only the state
can do that and the local health department
has already made the approval of the septic
system expansion.

“This appeal is nothing more than a
last-minute, improper attempt to hinder
and delay the operation of Blue Griz’s just-
about-completed medical cannabis cultiva-
tion facility,” the site owner argues in their
case for dismissing the appeal.

“The grow house itself'is already built —
thereby vesting the right to use and occupy
the facilities — at substantial cost and effort.

“The instant case involves only the grow
house’s septic system which is a simple

and relatively standard sand mound septic
system designed, situated, and constructed
pursuant to state standards and approvals.”
The board’s authority did not extend to
reviewing septic systems, the site owner
argued, only matters of the zoning ordiance.
“In contrast, the board’s jurisdiction is
limited to reviewing county decisions ‘made
in regard to the administration or enforce-
ment of this ordinance’-i.e., the St. Mary’s
County Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance,”
Blue Griz’s filing with the board reads.
During the more-than-two-hour May 25
meeting of the appeals board, there were
several outbursts from the public regarding
the motion to dismiss — one person shouted

out that they had never been informed of the
amendment to the project area as they should
have, as they were a neighbor to the site.

Appeals board chair Dan Ichniowski
warned them that he would clear the room
if the outbursts continued.

Ichniowski and fellow board member
Wayne Miedzinski voted on Miedzinski’s
motion to approve the dismissal of the
appeal but lost out to the other three mem-
bers present that day.

They were Ronald Payne Sr., Guy
Bradley and Rich Richardson.

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Two Charged in
Shooting Death

Marvin Orlando Johnson

Court documents reveal that the man
charged with murder from an incident in
an apartment in Mechanicsville, Marvin
Orlando Johnson, had allegedly threatened
to kill family members regarding a sex
offense that had occurred within that fam-
ily some time ago.

Police say that Johnson, 38, made good
on this threat in the late hours of May 23 by
killing Raymond Franklin Woods, Jr. with
a single gunshot wound to the head in the
victim’s apartment in the 29000 block of
Three Notch Road.

Court documents do not specify who
the victim in the sex offense was, nor the
offender, only that the case had been inves-
tigated and adjudicated.

Johnson, and a person police say was
an accessory after the fact in the homicide,
Marlee Lynn Stokes, 37, are both being held
on a no-bond status at the adult detention
center in Leonardtown.

Both have been charged with first-de-
gree murder, second degree murder, use of
a firearm in the commission of a felony and
first-degree assault.

Police write in an application for a state-
ment of charges against Johnson that he
became embroiled in an argument with his
mother, who was also the victim’s wife,
over the sex offense in question; this led to a
conference call with other family members
in which Johnson is alleged to have threat-
ened to kill certain of them in reference to
the (unidentified) suspect in the previous
sex offense.

That evening the victim’s wife went to
sleep with the victim outside of the res-
idence drinking alcohol with his stepson;
she was later awakened by the sound of a
gunshot and the smell of gunpowder, court
documents state.

She awoke at about 5 a.m. on May 24
and found the victim on the couch with his
head covered with a blanket; she removed
it to find that he was dead.

A witness told police that they saw Stokes
parked in her silver Mazda a short distance
away from the murder scene and engaged
her in conversation.

Shortly thereafter, the witness saw
Johnson open the car door and place a rifle
in the rear floorboards.

Johnson came around, got in while the
witness exited the vehicle, and drove away,
court papers state.

The girlfriend of the victim’s stepson,
who works at a convenience store in La
Plata, told investigators that Johnson entered
the store in the early morning hours of May
24 and spoke to her.

“[She] reported Johnson admitted to her
that he ‘shot pop pop,’” court papers read. She
reportedly told Johnson that she did not believe
him, to which he retorted: “No. For real.”

Police were able to locate Stokes vehicle
and stop it in Mechanicsville near the inter-
section Charlotte Hall School Road; both
Stokes and Johnson were detained.

Stokes told law officers she had taken
the defendant and his brother, identified as
David Johnson, to the victim’s residence at
about 10 p.m. the night of the homicide.

After both men came back out they drove
to La Plata where Johnson told Stokes: “I
told her I killed him.”

“He then laughed and said it was a joke,”
court papers stated.

Stokes directed police to a wooded area in
Charles County where they found a gun they
suspected was tied to the homicide.

Johnson agreed to talk to investigators,
court papers stated, and provided a state-
ment but that statement was not released.
