Last week when Gov. Larry Hogan
announced he was activating Phase
No. 1 of his COVID-19 recovery plan
local restaurants, and even local zon-
ing and health officials, thought they
could begin to at least offer outdoor
seating for customers.

They were wrong, and at least one
restaurant in Mechanicsville was
made to shutdown its outdoor dining
operations by county authorities.

But at a forum of restaurant and
bar owners held at Seabreeze Restau-
rant the evening of May 19, they still
wanted to find a way to open sooner
rather than later.

Del. Matt Morgan (R-Dist.29A) and
County Commissioner Mike Hewitt
spoke to them to encourage them to
put pressure on the governor’s office
and on his COVID-19 task force to
amend the first phase of the plan to
give restaurants more latitude beyond
providing for carryout and delivery.

Under the current schedule, restau-
rants could not begin to reopen until
Phase No. 2 of Hogan’s plan went into
effect.

“We’ve heard about maybe being
able to reopen by Sept. 1,” said Betty
Ann Quade, co-owner of Seabreeze at
the meeting of about 30 people. “We
can’t wait until September, we won’t
make it to September.”

Morgan said the initial orders to
shutdown businesses to slow the
spread of the virus — to flatten the
curve — initially made sense based on
the models of infection at the time.

“That catastrophic healthcare event
never happened,” Morgan said. “For
people under the age of 60 there have
been less than 220 deaths.”

Morgan noted that the healthcare
disaster did materialize in nursing
homes and other long-term care facil-
ities, which consisted of often elderly,
vulnerable people in close quarters.

“We sent a letter to the governor
saying we should ditch the non-essen-
tial, essential business designation,”
Morgan said. “If you can adhere
to CDC [Centers for Disease Con-
trol] guidelines, using masks, gloves
and sanitizing everything, then you
should be allowed to open.”

Hewitt said small businesses were
being treated unfairly under the re-
covery plan as large retailers had
largely been exempt from the closure
order as they had been deemed es-
sential, though they did have to limit
customers in their stores and encour-
age social distancing.

“I will tell you, if they show up [law
enforcement,] we could all be cited,
we’re more than 10 people,” Hewitt
said. “On the other hand, there’s civil
disobedience.”

Hewitt said the state shutdown or-
ders prohibited entrepreneurs from
making a living.

“They’re taking away your ability
to have a livelihood,” Hewitt said.
“Nobody wants to get anybody else
sick.

“I think you [small business own-
ers] are able to do the social distanc-
ing, the masks.”

Quade said keeping her business
running was about more than making
money.

“We don’t just do this for
Seabreeze,” Quade said. “We have
employees who are very close to us.

“They’re like family.”

Most St. Mary’s COVID
Deaths at Veterans Home

Of the 12 COVID-19 related deaths in St.
Mary’s County, nine of them have occurred
at Charlotte Hall Veterans Home, The County
Times has learned.

According to the latest numbers from the
county’s health department, the total number
of cases of COVID-19 that have been found at
the veterans home are 92 residents and 45 staff
members have either tested positive for the dis-
ease and recovered or died or are still suffering
from it.

This means that more than a third of all the
coronavirus cases in the county are or have
been at the veterans’ home.

The health department is reporting 339 con-
firmed cases county-wide.

There are two other assisted living facilities
in the county; Chesapeake Shores in Lexing-
ton Park which is reporting two cases among
residents and six among staff while St. Mary’s
Nursing Center is reporting no confirmed cases
either among staff or residents, according to
health department figures.

Sharon Murphy, director of the state facility,
which is the state’s only veterans’ home, said
May 18 that five there had recovered and with
the nine deaths the facility had a total of 78 ac-
tive cases of COVID-19.

There are 362 total residents at Charlotte
Hall Veterans Home, she said and those who
are confirmed COVID-19 cases are all moved

to one unit; per state regulations infected staff
have been quarantined away from the facility.

Since May 15 a state bridge team had been
sent to help fill staffing gaps and the manage-
ment company which operates the facility,
HMR Maryland was bringing in five nurses in
from the state veterans’ home in Alabama to
work here.

The clinical workers were feeling the strain
of having worked in such conditions of lock-
down for two months, Murphy said.

“The staff is really stressed,” said Murphy
said. “They’re working very hard, you see it in
their eyes.”

This week Gov. Larry Hogan announced
another executive order that gives pharmacists
the authority to give COVID-19 tests to those
requesting one, further expanding the range of
testing across the state.

“Beginning this week, we are able to offer
appointment-free COVID-19 testing across
the state, including for those who do not have
symptoms, marking a critical milestone in
Maryland’s long-term testing strategy,” said
Hogan. “This will help doctors diagnose and
treat new cases more quickly, and it will further
increase the safety of our state for all citizens.

“In addition, we are authorizing and actively
encouraging the state’s hundreds of pharmacies
to directly order and administer COVID-19
tests, another way we can make testing more
widely available in our communities.”

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CalvertHealth Beats
COVID Projections

Admissions Half of What Models Show

CalvertHealth Medical Center is only ex-
periencing half of the projected increase in
admissions as the result of the COVID-19
crisis. That was one of the statistics presented
May 19 by Calvert County Health Officer
Dr. Laurence Polsky during a briefing to the
county commissioners, sitting as the Board of
Health.

CalvertHealth’s experience was dramati-
cally shown on a graph in which many of the
state’s hospitals have exceeded the projection
model. One of those hospitals, Anne Arundel
Medical Center, has been referring cases to
CalvertHealth because they had the capacity,
Polsky said.

During the virtual meeting part of Polsky’s
presentation occurred while the audio was not
working, although his written Power Point
enabled those watching to fill in the blanks.

Polsky said he was concerned about what
might happen this fall and winter. He said the
virus could be minimized by warm, humid
weather only to spike this fall and winter.

With that being the flu season, he encour-
aged getting shots. “This is the year you want
to get flu vaccinations,” he said.

Having the flu could make someone more
vulnerable to getting the coronavirus, creat-
ing a dangerous double whammy.

The time between now and the fall would
also be a good time, Polsky said, for those
with risk factors, such as heart disease or

diabetes, to get those conditions under con-
trol. That especially applies to the African
American population which has found itself
more susceptible to the coronavirus because
of those health risks.

Commissioner Buddy Hance also said he
knows of people with other medical condi-
tions leery of going to the hospital because
they fear catching the coronavirus there.
“They should not fear going to the hospital,”
Hance insisted and Polsky agreed. “It is ex-
tremely important for people to keep up with
their healthcare providers,” the health officer
said.

Commissioner Mike Hart wanted to know
what was likely to happen with the start of
school in the fall. Polsky predicted some form
of modified return, such as one third going at
a time. He said some children do better in a
school setting and others lack the technical
capabilities at home for online learning.

“I don’t see this as all or nothing,” Polsky
predicted.

During his briefing. Polsky reported that
Calvert, with 1.5 percent of the state’s popula-
tion, was responsible for only .6 percent of the
COVID cases, or 60 percent below average.

He said, “Only Garrett, Queen Anne’s and
Talbot counties have appreciably lower rates
of infections.”

“We are doing very well during this entire
issue,” Hance said.

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COVID and Domestic
Violence: ‘Double

Pandemic’

Being isolated at home can be stress-
ful. Calvert County Director of Commu-
nity Resources Jennifer Moreland noted,
“With that elevated stress and people
being isolated in their homes, there may
be a greater risk of domestic violence.”
Moreland and those involved in provid-
ing services for those in domestic abuse
situations wand to get out the word that
help is available.

In may be counterintuitive to hear that
as soon as stay-at-home orders were is-
sued, the reported domestic abuse cases
went down.

“Our hotlines went baby quiet,” said
Jennifer Edwards, director of the Crisis
Intervention Center at Safe Harbor, the
county’s domestic abuse shelter.

Edwards said, “Many of the rape cri-
sis centers in Maryland along with ours
reported that was primarily because the
abusers, many of them, were home now
either working from home or had been
furloughed or laid off and were now
home with their victim all day long and
they could not reach out to us.”

To counter the fear of being heard if
the victim called, the Crisis Intervention
Center instituted a text only hotline. The
result: “We are finding more interaction
with the victims in Calvert County.” She
added, “Right now we’re seeing huge
spikes in anxiety, depression, substance
abuse, suicidal ideations.”

It’s a tough time. Edwards said, “We’re
attributing that partially because the fi-
nancial strains that families are going
through, the children are not in school.
So, the parents now have to decide who
is going to teach the children that day?
Who’s going to be the caretaker, who is
working, how are we going to separate
the house out? And it just becomes a
very, very stressful environment.”

Edwards agreed that previously avail-
able safety valves are missing. “Many
times, abusive individuals were to leave
the residence for a couple hours to the bar
or for days on end, and that outlet is not
there right now.”

She said, “Everybody’s kind of stuck
in one place and it's a boiling point, espe-
cially if we introduce a heightened use of
alcohol or drug abuse into the situation.”

The situation has put a strain on center
staff. Edwards said, “Since March 23rd,
the Crisis Intervention Center itself, all
of my staff have been teleworking and
like many other individuals, we were
not exactly prepared for what that looks
like. So, we’re doing a lot of our therapy
sessions over the phone or Google Meet.
We’re having difficulties connecting with
some of our clients because the abusers
are there, so it’s been challenging.”

Space for sheltering has held up so
far. But Edwards said, “I have major con-
cerns in preparing for when the stay-at-
home orders are lifted; we’re expecting
almost a 50 percent increase in requests
for shelter.”

She added, “If the abuser is out of the
house, that’s when the victim will reach
out to us and we will work with them to
either get them into shelter or get them
into therapeutic services, perhaps to help
them prepare to leave.”

If children are in the mix that’s a double
whammy and they are seeing an increase
for services for children as d well as their
mothers. “Many women will reach out
for help for their children before they will
for themselves.”

“The one thing I think is important for
the public to understand is that this is go-
ing on worldwide,” said Joan Winship,
chair of the Calvert County Commission
for Women, noting the issue has attracted
the attention of the United Nations secre-
tary general.

Winship said, “People are calling it a
double pandemic.” She said manty gov-
ernments are declaring shelters essential
services deserving of extra funding.

Winship said the Commission for
Women’s message to the community is
“mainly we want to remind everyone that
the Crisis Intervention Center is there.
The helpline is there.”

The Helpline is available 24 hours a
day. In the event of an emergency, citi-
zens are encouraged to call 911. For non-
emergency assistance, the Calvert Coun-

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School Board Approves
Budget Reductions

The St. Mary’s County Board of
Education approved several cuts to
their fiscal 2021 budget at their May
20 meeting in keeping with a coop-
erative agreement with the Commis-
sioners of St. Mary’s County to find
savings to ensure meeting a reduced
comprehensive spending plan due to
lost revenues from the COVID-19
shutdown.

The school board had originally
requested $113.6 million in funding
from the county commissioners, but
the commissioners provided $109.5
million; this was still about $3 mil-
lion more than fiscal 2020 for the
school system.

The members adopted the final
budget at the meeting.

Tammy McCourt, assistant super-
intendent in charge of finance, told
school board members that the re-
ductions found in the budget were to
utilities costs of $250,000, $199,034
for bus fuel, $75,829 in salaries and
$30,000 in maintenance funding for a
grand total of $547,446.

McCourt also said the system ex-
pected the Maryland State Depart-
ment of Education’s allocation to
St. Mary’s schools to be reduced by
$234,000.

That amount was still not certain,
though, she cautioned.

“MSDE has not formally released
their numbers for local school sys-
tems for 2020,” McCourt said.

The reduced budget still maintains
the board’s commitment to the negoti-
ated agreement with school employee
unions and costs for health insurance,
McCourt said, though there were cuts
to new special education staffing,
nurses, information technology per-
sonnel and safety and security staff.

The board will still use some fund
balance for information technology
upgrades, McCourt said.

School board member Mary Wash-
ington praised McCourt and her staff
for finding reductions in the budget
“to get this down to something we
can live with” while still funding the
employee compensation agreement.

“We have to keep our word,” Wash-
ington said.

School board member Cathy Al-
len said crafting a budget was diffi-
cult without firmer numbers from the
state.

“It is somewhat aggravating and
distressing that at this point in time
MSDE still hasn’t give us final num-
bers... and yet we have to go forward
with this budget,” Allen said.

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Calvert Announces Stage | Roadmap to Recover

In response to Gov. Hogan’s an-
nouncement May 13, 2020, that
Maryland will move from the Stay
at Home Order to a Safer at Home
Public Health Advisory, the Board
of County Commissioners (BOCC)
announces Calvert County will take
parallel actions.

Gov. Hogan authorized Stage I of
Maryland’s Roadmap to Recovery
to include the gradual reopening
of retail, manufacturing, worship
and some personal services, effec-
tive at 5 p.m. today. Local busi-
nesses and citizens should review
the state guidelines, available on-
line at https://governor.maryland.
gov/recovery. Businesses may also
contact the Calvert County Depart-
ment of Economic Development by
email info@ecalvert.com or by call-
ing 410-535-4583.

As recovery begins, statewide
limitations on gatherings, physi-
cal distancing measures and other
protective health guidelines remain
in place to continue reducing the
spread of COVID-19.

On May 14, the BOCC extended
the local state of emergency (SOE).
This declaration provides local
authority to maintain the Calvert
County Emergency Operations
Center that provides coordination

with local, state and federal authori-
ties. The SOE impacts county gov-
ernment emergency management
operations and does not impact
private business operations. Guid-
ance is available via the Maryland
Roadmap to Recovery for the im-
pact to local businesses and other
organizations.

County government is open, how-
ever buildings remain closed to the
public. In accordance with the plan,
Calvert County provides updated
information on some local services:

Calvert County Transportation
will run the south fixed route bus
service from 7:15 a.m. to 4:40 p.m.
The north fixed route bus service
will run from 8 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.
Both services will begin Monday,
May 18, and run Monday through
Friday. Saturday transit service
will remain canceled until further
notice. Masks are required for all
passengers with a limit of nine pas-
sengers per transportation bus at a
time. Passengers who need trans-
portation for essential trips should
contact the Transportation office at
410-535-4268 to schedule their ride.

The Linda L. Kelley Animal Shel-
ter remains closed to the public for
walk-in visits, but will be open by
appointment only. Shelter staff will

remain onsite to care for animals
and to sanitize and disinfect the fa-
cility.

Most Calvert County parks will be
open to residents and non-residents
with normal hours at restricted ca-
pacity beginning Saturday, May 16.
Dunkirk, Hallowing Point, Cove
Point, and Solomons Town Center
Parks will continue to close at civil
twilight. Playgrounds, pavilions,
skate parks, restrooms, athletic
fields and basketball courts remain
closed.

Breezy Point and Flag Ponds
beaches will continue to be open
with regular operating hours for
Calvert County residents only. Be-
ginning Saturday, May 16, beaches
will allow sunbathing, picnicking,
swimming and other beach activi-
ties with distancing requirements.
Park capacity will be restricted.
Public restrooms will open begin-
ning Monday, May 18. Grills and
picnic tables will NOT be available.

Chesapeake Hills Golf Course
continues to be open with a modi-
fied tee time schedule and reduced
capacity. Scheduling tee times prior
to arrival is recommended to ensure
accommodation. Public restrooms

Citizens are reminded:

Gathering of groups are limited to
no more than 10 people.

Capacity at each park will be ad-
justed to maintain social distancing.

Patrons will not be allowed to wait
at a park gate to gain entry once ca-
pacity is reached.

Recreation activities such as
walking, hiking, running or bik-
ing are permitted while adhering to
6-foot social distancing measures.

Users must provide the follow-
ing information to park staff upon
arrival: including name, county of
residence, number of people in ve-
hicle / party.

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Commissioners Approve
$253 Million Budget,
Push Park Fees to Next

Year

The Commissioners of St. Mary’s
County voted unanimously to approve
the fiscal 2021 county operating and
capital improvement budgets May 19,
though they their Chief Financial Officer
Jeanett Cudmore said her department
would keep a close watch on revenues
coming in, which are projected to be
down due to the COVID-19 shutdown.

The operating budget had to be
trimmed down to $253 million from
$259 million and commissioners had
to reduce their projected income tax
revenue growth rates from 4.5 percent
to 3.5 percent also due to lost income to
residents who were laid off because of
the business shutdown.

The capital improvement budget,
which plans future public construction
projects, was approved at $83 million.

Last week the sheriff’s office and
school board agreed to return hundreds
of thousands of dollars in funding to help
close the revenue gap of $1.8 million.

The county funded the school sys-
tem with $109.5 million for operations
and $12 million for capital construction
expenditures.

In the budget were a series of fee in-
creases for Department of Recreation
and Park properties, but Commissioner
Todd Morgan asked other commission-
ers to come to consensus Tuesday on his
motion to enact those fees not in June
but in January.

That motion passed unanimously but
another motion from Morgan, to restrict
use of the county parks this summer
to county residents only due to capac-
ity restrictions still in affect because
of the pandemic, got a down vote from
Commissioner John O’Connor who said
established case law prevented such
restrictions.

O’Connor said that since some of the
county’s park properties were purchased
with Project Open Space funds — state
monies — that those properties had to be
opened to the general public.

The other four commissioners voted
to affirm this motion.

The commissioners also approved
and rescue tax increase for the 7% Dis-
trict Volunteer Rescue Squad from
$0.011 per $100 of assessed value to
$0.030 per $100.

Fire Marshals
Investigate Fatal St.
Mary’s Blaze

A team of investigators from the Of-
fice of the State Fire Marshal, St. Mary’s
County Sheriffs Office, and the Office
of the Chief Medical Examiner are con-
ducting an investigation involving a fa-
tal dwelling fire in the 38500 block of
Lockes Forest Lane in Mechanicsville.
The first 911 call was received at 12:03
p.m. when an occupant of the home
came home and discovered the fire. An-
other occupant of the home, who was in-
side, was able to escape without injury.

Upon the arrival of firefighters, they
were advised another person was trapped
inside the home. Firefighters entered the

home and subsequently located an elder-

ly female victim. The victim was later
pronounced deceased at the scene. The
Office of the Chief Medical Examiner
will determine the identity and cause of
death. Numerous firefighters from Me-
chanicsville Volunteer Fire Department
and surrounding departments controlled
the blaze, which consumed nearly half
the home.

The origin and cause remain under in-
vestigation at this time, and updates will
be released as additional information is
developed.

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Increasing Appeals

Board Size Proposed
Public Hearing to be Scheduled

The Calvert County Board of County
Commissioners (BOCC) will schedule a
public hearing on a proposal to increase the
membership of the Board of Appeals from
three to five. The decision to proceed was
on a 4-1 vote, with Commissioner Buddy
Hance opposing.

The board currently has two alternate
members in addition to three regular mem-
bers; the alternates fill in if one of the regu-
lars is unable to sit in on a case.

Director of Planning and Zoning Mary
Beth Cook reported to the BOCC at their
May 19 meeting that state law requires at
least three appeals board members, but
there may be more. Cook presented a list
showing only Prince George’s with three
members although several counties did not
respond to the query.

The appeals board deals with a variety of
issues on which they are required to act by
the county’s zoning ordinance. For instance,
they deal with variances, such as reductions
in setback requirements and special excep-
tions, such as allowing farm animals in
residential areas. They also vote on whether
decks are allowed in the Critical Area.

Most of their work at monthly meet-
ings is routine but occasionally they deal

Calvert Delays
Graduation Ceremonies

Calvert County Superintendent of
Schools Dr. Daniel Curry released the
following letter to parents on May 14:

Like so many other aspects of 2020,
the Calvert County Public Schools
graduation ceremonies will not look
quite like we had expected. Although
the statewide social distancing guide-
lines mean that our graduations will
not have the traditional crowds and
applause, we have done our best to de-
velop a plan that will preserve the ele-
ments of graduation that are most im-
portant to our seniors.

Our planning began with a commit-
tee of seniors, high school administra-
tors, and central office staff. The stu-
dents were vocal about the importance
of an actual graduation ceremony,
while recognizing that the large-scale
event at the Showplace Arena would
not be possible this year.

The committee believed it was im-
portant to consider which elements of
graduation held significance to those
most directly affected— the senior
class. All of our high schools emailed
a survey to the students’ school email
accounts, with reminders posted on
social media. Of approximately 1,200
seniors, 731 responded. Their priorities
were clear:

» Walk across the stage, with an op-
portunity for photos;

» Graduate with peers; and

« Invite their family, even if the num-
ber is limited due to the Governor’s
orders.

Students also preferred to delay
graduation in the hopes that the stay-
at-home orders would be lifted, while

recognizing that some students may not
be able to attend due to employment,
military, and college commitments.

Calvert County Public Schools,
therefore, will delay graduation until
the end of June. Because we will not be
in Stage 3 of Governor Hogan’s Road-
map to Recovery, a traditional gradu-
ation will not be possible. Instead, we
will provide two recognitions for our
students. Each high school will (1) host
a modified graduation, which students
and their immediate family may attend,
assuming that stay-at-home orders are
lifted by then, and (2) broadcast a vir-
tual ceremony.

Details are still being finalized for the
school-based event, which will depend
upon the Governor easing stay-at-home
restrictions and allowing gatherings of
more than 10 people. Most likely, small
groups of students will be scheduled to
report to school over the course of a few
days. Seniors will walk across a stage
in cap and gown to receive their diplo-
mas—whether it is in the auditorium,
the stadium, or a temporary viewing
area—and social distancing measures
will be followed.

The virtual ceremonies will follow
the traditional graduation program and
include speeches and a photo of each
senior. The dates and times that the vir-
tual ceremonies will be aired are: June
29 — Patuxent High School — 5:30 June
29 — Huntingtown High School — 7:30
June 30 — Northern High School — 5:30
June 30 — Calvert High School — 7:30
Details for viewing will be shared by
each high school.

Those of us who live in Southern
Maryland have a big advantage over
those stuck at home in more urban and
suburban areas. We are surrounded by
water and have a whole world of open
space to roam in while we are still prac-
ticing social distancing.

Of course many of these activities are
available, pandemic or not, but they are
there this year to especially savor be-
cause many of the events and activities
we are used to during the summer have
been cancelled or put on hold pending
better news.

Some of those summer fun opportu-
nities that have been canceled include
the St. Mary’s County Crab Festival,
Potomac Jazz and Seafood Festival,
and Maryland Cup Yacht Race.

The Newtown Players and Twin
Beaches Players have likewise shut-
down their performances for the fore-
seeable future.

Venues such as Historic St. Mary’s
City, Calvert Marine Museum and
Anne Marie Garden are either closed or
have limited access to walking around.

Both counties still have much to
offer.

Jason Aul, director of Visit St.
Mary’s, the county tourism division,
said, “One of the great things about St.
Mary’s County is we are an outdoor
destination.” He added, “As the state
begins to reopen... the good thing is
that most of our restaurants are adapt-
ing to the new conditions.

“People can order take-out food and
take outdoors for a picnic lunch.”

Aul said the restoration of retail
shops, even operating at just half ca-

pacity, will be a boon for places such
as Leonardtown because it is a small
business hub.

The same holds true for Calvert Coun-
tyrestaurants, andthatcounty hasaweb-
site with locations that are open for car-

COVID-19-Restaurants-Open

In considering supporting restau-
rants by going carryout or curbside,
one great summer-time option idea
would be to have a crab feast in your
own backyard by picking up a dozen
or a bushel from one of the crabhouses,
seafood markets or roadside stands that
dot our area.

In St. Mary’s, places like Historic
Sotterley Plantation in Hollywood and
Point Lookout State Park in Ridge are
open to trail hikers and campers re-
spectively and the pier at Point Lookout
is famous as a fishing destination.

And while the area’s museums are
closed to the public over COVID-19
concerns the venues surrounding them
are great for getting into the outdoors
for fresh air and exercise.

In Piney Point the light house mu-
seum grounds are located on beach
front and on Piney Point Road just
before the bridge to St. George Island
there are two properties on either side
that are open for public fishing and boat
launching.

In Lexington Park the Patuxent River
Naval Air Museum remains closed but
the flight line outside next to it is filled
with aircraft from naval aviation’s long
history to peruse.

In Colton’s Point, St. Clements Is-
land Museum allows visitors are walk
around the neighborhood and a view
of St. Clements Island, where English

colonists first landed in 1632.

Historic St. Mary’s City’s outdoor
and indoor exhibits are closed to the
public but the staff there are still invit-
ing people to come down and walk on
the vast property there, including down
at the wharf where the Maryland Dove
is traditionally moored.

Point Lookout is also one of the most
notable Civil War historical sites in
Maryland with two monuments, both
outdoor, one private and one public,
commemorating the Confederates who
died at the prisoner of war camp there.

On the Patuxent River, Myrtle Point
Park offers trails and spaces to launch
kayaks and other similar small craft.

In Leonardtown at the end of Wash-
ington Street rests the Leonardtown
Wharf property which offers imme-
diate access to the water via kayak or
other watercraft; a newly installed pier
awaits boaters who wish to visit the
town for the day.

In Calvert, Jefferson Patterson Park
and Museum’s buildings are closed but
its beautiful grounds overlooking the
Patuxent River are open for hiking.
Likewise, the buildings at Anne Marie
Garden are closed but the trail through
the woods to view their art objects re-
mains open.

North Beach and Solomons board-
walks are also great places for get-
ting close to the water and enjoying
the views, although the North Beach
boardwalk is open only for Calvert
County residents.

St. Mary’s River State Park, on Route
5 in Great Mills, offers many miles of
backwoods trails for hiking and boat-
ing and fishing on St. Mary’s Lake;
miles before the Camp Cosoma Road

entrance to the park there is a kayak
launch for traveling the St. Mary’s
River.

St. Mary’s Department of Recreation
and Parks also offers public beach and
waterfront access at Snow Hill Park in
Mechanicsville and at Elms Beach Park
in Lexington Park south of the navy
base.

Calvert Cliffs State Park is open for
hiking and fossil collecting and Flag
Ponds and Breezy Point beaches in Cal-
vert are open for county residents for
swimming or just to soak up the sun on
the beach.

For those who want to go out into the
deep waters surrounding St. Mary’s,
charter fishing is still running; local
captains were able to stay open and op-
erational even during the coronavirus
shutdown.

Or you can go charter boat fishing
from Chesapeake Beach. Parties are
limited to 10 including captain and
mate. You must wear a face mask. Book
through Chesapeake Beach Fishing
Charters at 301-855-3665.

So, this is a perfect year for a stayca-
tion. “There is a lot to do and a lot to see
in St. Mary’s even with the shutdown
from the virus,” said Aul. “One advan-
tage we have is that we’re a driving
destination, so when other areas open
up, they’ll want to drive here instead of
taking a place somewhere else.

“Drive markets will recover first,” he
said, summing up the hopes of hospi-
tality officials throughout the Southern
Maryland region.

HONORING THE HEROES OF
MeEMORIAL DAY

Remember to Honor
Veterans on Memorial

Day

Memorial Day in St. Mary’s County
is usually full of ceremonies and gath-
erings dedicated to remembering the
ultimate sacrifice of veterans but CO-
VID-19 has forced American Legion
Posts and Veterans of Foreign Wars
groups to cancel those plans.

But there are still ways to remember
veterans this Memorial Day and pay
tribute to their sacrifice.

Skip Disharoon, post commander at
the American Legion Post 255 in Ridge
said taking time to understand why vet-
erans gave their lives in defense of their
country was whole point behind Memo-
rial Day.

“My biggest advice would be to re-
flect on the whole reason behind Memo-
rial Day,” Disharoon told The County
Times. “It’s not about barbeques and
breaking social distancing guidelines to
participate.

“It’s about folks who did make the
ultimate sacrifice, and for anybody [a
veteran] who is still with us thank a vet.”

Though the public ceremony at the
post in Ridge has been cancelled, it’s
one of the largest and best attended in
the county, protocol for the flag will be
fully observed.

The American flag will be at half-
mast the night before Memorial Day,
Disharoon said and he will be on post
to a lay a wreath to honor the sacrifice

of veterans.

Atnoon Disharoon said the flag would
be brought back to full mast.

Disharoon said residents who have
flags at their homes that cannot be low-
ered to half-mast should affix a black
streamer to the device atop the flagpole
in accordance with protocol.

At Charlotte Hall Veterans Home,
director Sharon Murphy said the COV-
ID-19 quarantine has left veterans there
craving items they love, especially since
vending machines have been shut down.

“They really want Vienna sausages
[canned sausages] and they say they
can’t get potted ham,” Murphy said.
“We don’t need 500 cases of it, but they
do like it.”

As veterans are not allowed to see
their families in person they have to rely
on videocalls to keep in contact, Mur-
phy said, so any contact they can have
with someone outside the home, even if
they are not family, is important.

“They can also send cards to vets and
the staff, too,” Murphy said, adding that
many of the older veterans preferred
communications they can see and touch
rather than those sent electronically.

“That’s a generation that’s loved let-
ters,” Murphy said.

Anyone who wants to send a card can
send one to the veterans as a whole and
not just to one they may know individu-
ally, Murphy said.
